UTILISATION REPORT for the period 01/08/2005 to 31/03/2006 .

Vocational /Sheltered Workshop: 

The Ultimate aim of Vocational education is employability and independent living. There is a great need for age appropriate skills training, a systematic procedure leading students gradually from school to vocational training and employment. This Programme is targeted at intellectually impaired individuals with associative disorders of age above 16 years. The vocational unit is manned by a team of a Technical Director, Programme manager, 1 Vocational Counselor, 3 vocational instructors and 2 special educators.

It is a systematic organization of instructional content designed to provide students with a sequence of meaningful vocational and related activities conducted by an agency for the benefit of the student for an economically useful vocation.

The Curriculum for Vocational Training consists of i) Skill Training which includes Training in service oriented Jobs and Training in Production related trades ii)Training in adult independent living skills.  

Adult Living Skills 

      1. Basic Academics

      2. Work place behavior

      3. Employability

      4. Sex Education

      5. Self-Advocacy

Through the valuable financial support of ASHA, purchase of adequate raw materials for producing various products that the beneficiaries are trained in could be facilitated. This ensured consistent production of the products along with systematic training leading to improved quality of the products and mastery over skills.

Consistent product creation lead to increased quantity of  products for sale and exhibitions which are held at various Corporate offices and stalls  to build awareness about Shristi and also to bring in revenue in an endeavor to reach self sustenance.  Shristi is now capable of handling adequate regular orders for its various products and also create new ranges. 

Raw materials for the following products were procured:

Spiral Bookbinding: Board for top and bottom cover, ruled papers, spiral, fevicol, straw board , stickers, labels etc

Screen Printing: DTP, Screens of various sizes, printing inks, swipes, rollers,

Paper Products: Assorted Papers, boards, eyelets, strings, fevicol, tapes, hammer, cutters, star punches (assorted) etc
Tailoring: Jute fabric, kora cloth, fabrics, variety of borders, zari threads, bells, needles, scissors, sewing machine accessories, labels, etc

Preparation of Cleaning and Disinfectant Materials: White compound, slurry, caustic soda, urea, perfumes, drums, bottles, cans, funnels, aprons, gloves,  etc

Candle Unit: Paraffin wax, gel wax, wicks, colors, perfumes, assorted glass containers, moulds, earthen diyas, aprons, gloves, cutters, cello tape, packing material, stickers, labels etc

Stained Glass Painting: glass pieces of various sizes, glass dishes, bowls, beakers, glass paints, outliners, beads, etc

Accessories: Variety of beads for making bracelets, chains, anklets, silk thread, chain fasteners, etc

Weaving: Variety of wool, fabric, weaving threads, etc

                The Sheltered Workshop of Shristi provides a supportive environment where the mentally challenged persons can acquire job skills and vocational experience. Shristi`s workshop offers jobs with monthly stipend to the beneficiaries. This has lead to improved self esteem, confidence and social acceptance.

Transport facility Shristi has two 32 seater buses to pick and drop children from their homes and for outings,picnics,field trips, interschool competitions, talents day, Sales, exhibitions, community based rehabilitation  activities, medical consultations and treatment, etc

As you are aware a majority of Shristi’s beneficiaries come from low socio-economic strata of the society, thereby needing to be sponsored to avail services. The support from ASHA ensured that diesel for one of the buses could be maintained for almost 2 months.  Shristi was fortunate for the support from the company who donated the other bus for its maintenance. 

By providing commuting facility children with multiple disabilities and from varied distances could access habilitation services which would have not been possible if this support was not facilitated. It is very challenging for parents to personally bring their children to the academy using public transport to avail intervention due to a lot of difficulties. 

 It also ensured regularity of receiving therapeutic services, fostering and nurturing improved quality of skill acquisition along with a better quality of life for the family. 

Resource Materials:

Resource materials such as stationery, crayons, paint boxes, drawing and painting, craft books, activity books, log books, recording sheets, charts were purchased to support the academic plan for each unit. Items for art and craft, documentation and recording were allotted to each of the units based on their needs. This ensured creation of appropriate worksheets and activities leading to quicker skill acquisition and retention of skills acquired. The children had access to learn various arts and crafts which also facilitated spontaneous expressions, improved comprehension through use of picture flash cards to learn concepts and stories. Activities to enhance fine motor skills such as improved grasp, ability to use scissors, cut, paste, manipulate objects appropriately leading to better ability to handle daily life situations were also carried out. Purchase of  Music systems and CD players also facilitated improved listening, comprehension and expressive skills in the children. Listening to music also played a vital role in calming hyperactive children, reducing emotional stress, attention spontaneity in expression both verbally and through dance and singing.

Reference Books: To keep up with the latest trends and methodologies being practiced in the field of habilitation services for the intellectual challenges and autism one needs to consonantly endeavor to upgrade knowledge. A persistent effort to search for appropriate materials is a priority in ensuring that Shristi reaches the state of art habilitation services module. This effort was very well supported and given the impetus by funds being allocated to build up a good reference section. Books in the field of mental retardation, autism, personality development, health and hygiene, play and recreation, leisure skills, art and craft, sewing, stained glass painting, candle making, cross stitch, embroidery, mental health etc., were added to the existing library.
