Dear Sir,

Please find ILM School’s  brief annual reports Since June 2004- June 2005:
1. In June 2004 We Identified and encouraged students for coming  school in new session and get enrolled in ILM school.

2. We contacted  to guardians to send their children to get education.

3. We Informed  education committee and related officers about primary school’s teachers, who are not  attending  school properly.

4. Our education session started on 1st July 2004.

5. We celebrated the National Festivals 15th Aug, 2nd Oct and 26th Jan with cultural program and PRABHAT FERRI.
6. We also celebrated the Teacher’s day (5th Sep), Children’s day (14th Nov), Teg Bahadur’s Birthday (24th Nov), Guru Nanak’s Birthday (26th Nov), Women’s day (8th Mar) and Ambedkar’s Birthday (14th Apr).

7. For Integrated development of children we celebrated all national and international festivals.

8. We prepared teaching materials i.e. Tambola, Flash card, Chart etc with help of our teachers  to increase interest in education.

9. We evaluated our students by monthly, half-yearly and yearly examinations.

10. Health checkup camp organized time to time for children by qualified doctors.

11. We made contact with guardians of poor children and gave remedial education method.

12. An interior village CHAUPUR, which located under district BADAUN (Subdivision – GUNNOR and Block – RAJPURA) has low standard of education, condition of girls education is very poor in this village, ILM started  a school  in July 2004. Education program organized with proper study materials for  illiterate girls of age 15-30 years.

13. Organization is spreading  toward its motto with encouragement of support of ASHA. We have one BIGHA land (0.6 Acre) but it only on agreement, we have not registered this land due to lack of funds. School has two toilet, one bathroom, one hand pump and door on main gate. With help of Asha we prepared JHULAS and  See-Saw in school.

14. With our efforts PWD (a state govt. organization) provide a pitch sub-road (12feet x 50feet) from main gate to road.

15. Children are getting education with interest by use of additional activities in teaching.

16. Local public has confidence on organization for our endeavor and regular practices.

17. We have send quarterly progress report time to time to your office at Kaithi.

18. Our School’s results declared at 25th May’ 2004.

19. School remain closed in June and we are working on children, which was still not going to school.
