What are ECTAL Cds?

Educational Content for Technology Aided Learning- They are digital lessons close to the required minimum levels of learning.

About the contents:

· The contents are designed for the students studying with Tamil as the medium of instruction.

· The lessons are designed close to the requirements of the Tamilnadu State Board Syllabus.

· The lessons are being made on an ongoing process. Some teachers based on their experience in classrooms, are helping select/suggest the lessons that need digital support. A team of experienced classroom teachers and young enthusiastic post school students is putting together the essence of their experiences to create the lessons. Some experts are working at vetting the lessons. Lessons that do not meet the criteria are sent back for revision and correction. The ones that meet the basic criteria are added to the list of chosen lessons. 

· These are periodically written as Cds.- as explained below:

ECTAL-1 had 25 lessons,

ECTAL-2 had 49 lessons, (including the 25 lessons in ECTAL-1)

ECTAL-3 is with two sections one for Tamil medium usage with 58 lessons  & one for English medium usage and 21 lessons respectively (including the 49 lessons in ECTAL-2).

The earlier lessons are corrected for minor typing errors, sometimes improved from feed back received. 

· Feed back has been received by the teachers from the students viewing the materials, other teachers who have used the material in their classrooms and  well educated persons interested in children’s learning. Their valuable suggestions have been incorporated in the lessons in the subsequent CDs.

Lesson design- Some common elements kept in mind:

· The lessons are suited to collective classroom interaction through projection equipment with as many as 40-50 students at a time. Such equipment can of course be the LCD projector ideally but a computer + large size television linked through a device called Averkey is a very good substitute.
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· Small groups of about 10 people can directly view on a computer monitor.
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· The lessons contain a number of small concept level questions that can be posed to children on at a time. A half hour provides for as many as 30 –40 interactions. The teachers are requested to pose the questions to the students and elicit answers and then help children verify the same on the monitor.

· It is recommended that the teacher takes the questions in the order in which the children are seated rather than random so all children are alert and participating.
