Mahesh Fellowship: Update received by phone on August 6, 2006. Summarized by Sirish

In June 2005 to June 2006 period of fellowship support Mahesh has conducted extensive teacher training sessions involving approximately 135 unique teachers in Asha supported schools. Multiple sessions were conducted with each teacher with the goal of developing teachers' interest in education, training on making the curriculum interesting to students, and to emphasize understanding of the subjects and related issues. Avehi Abacus and Eklavya material is used to assist in teacher training. The detailed goals and methods of the teacher training session document dated Dec 2005 is posted on the fellowship website.

During this one-year period, there was a period of three months (Dec 05 to Feb 06) when Mahesh helped with an unexpected income tax audit to support Asha India in this critical need.

In April 2006, Mahesh has initiated additional effort on rescue and education of children employed in brick kilns in rural Kanpur, U.P.
