1. Radha, Sonelal, Ajay, and Saddam lived in slum area in huts near Nadwa college by Gomti river bank. 3 students did not take the final exams and appear to have dropped out of school. They moved back to their village with their families as the they lived in were destroyed. So, they will not attend the School.

2. Ekrar and Afrin passed 3rd class with high marks, so all teachers and parents are very happy and would like convey their appreciation to everyone. Now there are only 5 students left. After teaching in the school, ASV teacher Mr. Narendra provides coaching classes in his Nadwa center from 2p.m. To 4p.m. In these coaching classesall students complete their homework in Science, Math, Hindi, and English among other subjects.

3. Tanveer who received SAC support for 10th class has failed her exams. I (Chunnilal) met with her mother and sister and talked about her further education. But, Tanveer does not want to study again in that class. She prefers to do other work for a living.

4. The students are showing enthusiasm in their studies and express interest in developing skills that will further their careers in the future. Their parents are also supportive of their education and would like to thank everyone for helping their children change their lives.

 5. From Sant Asha ram Bapu, Angad, Shimpi, Jyoti and Raffia have received higher marks than other students in the school. As a result, their parents and teachers are very happy and try to encourage them in their studies. After teaching school, Manoj provides tuitions in Madiyawn ASV center from 2 p.m. to 4p.m. All students participate in this tuition.

6. Sita is a very poor and dalit student. After meeting, every one decided to help her in her education. Sita cannot study in 5th class due to financial troubles. She works as a domestic servant in a house where her parents also work. We want to help Sita in education. After supporting her school expenses, she was able to start school in Shanti Balika School, Kailash kunj, Lucknow. Sita has 1 brother and 3 sisters.
