About the teachers-
Most teachers appeared very motivated, willing to take feed back, willing to work hard..

Those teachers (very few) who appeared tired and old – the project coordinator was informed and some measures were suggested for tackling this problem.

The teachers were fearless and shared a very good relationship with their coordinator. She appears to be working them as much as they should be and also working with them.
The participants did the group assignments after session hours sincerely. They also came in for some more discussions and clarifications after sessions and in the evenings. The presentations at the end and the post tests in Maths seemed to indicate learning of previously wrongly learnt concepts.

Participation in activities and games was spontaneous and in full measure.

Many participants sing delightfully. This is one of the groups biggest assets and this can be very useful in teaching. The sense of rhythm is also excellent and the teachers are sure capitalizing on this talent
About arrangements-
Well arranges- spacious, quiet, beautiful environment for the sessions, affectionate and caring treatment and arrangements for the stay of the resource persons. Fairly good arrangements for food and lodging and after session work.
About expenses of the resource persons-

1. Train ticket costs were reimbursed

2. Porter payments were reimbursed

3. Resource person Basu was remunerated per approved Asha Chennai RighStart project norms at the rate of Rs300 per session for 12 sessions.

Recommendations –

1. Increase teachers in schools with large numbers of students
2. Increase LTM in all schools

3. Look into improving the toilet and drinking water facilities in all the schools

4. See if the local bodies and Asha can improve access roads especially in the rainy season

5. Provide lunch to the teachers along with the students. Many teachers leave homes very early, cannot cook meals and carry lunch boxes.

6. Provide kit bags with scissors, glue, crayons, stationery that will help children learn and ease the strain on the teachers
Follow up workshops will be beneficial and the group expressed their need for it. They appeared to be happy with the present one.
