


ANNUAL REPORT 2004-05

The school reopened  on June 1st after mid summer vacation with a total strength of 120 students and   25 teaching staff and 6 non-teaching staff. 


On 20th June,  inspection for grant  was conducted by the Regional Director of Social Welfare, Ernakulam.

Three students of DSE(MR) from Sneha Sadan, Angamaly came to do their training for two months as part of their curriculum from 3rd August to 13th October.
