Here is the PAT visit report once again posted.  

 

The CDP rune by the Peoples Action for Transformation (PAT) has centers at MGR Nagar, Ramamurthy Nagar, Khajapettai and Kemps Town.  Myself, based on the direction of Shri Vijay Sappani and Chennai Chapter of Asha visited the first three sites, as the fourth one is totally sponsored by Rotary Club of Tiruchirapalli Fort.  

 

On 18th December, I was accompanied by the newly appointed administrator Shri M. Senthil Kumar, later joined by Shri Balaji of Rotary.  Since it was raining heavily we took an autorikshaw.

 

The new findings:

 

1.  The status of the Balwadis situated in different places have not improved.  

But the Govt has dug up the sewage canal flowing near the Balwadi a little bit, so that the sewage managed to escape, without touching the Balwadi.  The ways ,leading to the Balwadis from the Main Road were slushy.  But the recently laid metal road, has reduces hardship.  

 

2. Earlier we have suggested that the Balwadi at MGR Nagar where a thatched shed has been covered by tin-sheet, may have another opening at the kitchen end, for both cooking and maintenance of children take place.  The have not opened the wall and put up a  

door there.

 

3. Toilet facilities are still lacking.  

 

4. We had a meeting with the parents of the children. Here are the excerpts.

 

   (i)  Nearly 25 parents took active part in the deliberations. 

   (ii) When asked about the facilities that are offered and that are needed a few parents  
        with suggestions.

   (iii) Providing potable water for the children, making pathway to the Balwadis during

        monsoons, providing health-food for the children, provision of two sets of uniforms 

        even when the children join the Balwadi, periodical spot health-checkup by a physician

        electricity for the centers with lamp and fan,  leak-proof roofing for the centres 

        during the monsoon, provision of better rice for food, fuel were the main demands.  

   (iv) Shri Stephen answered them accordingly and demands like provision of better rice

        and fuel could not be met, for they purchase from open market.  I suggested that the

       parents can give a share of the PDS rice that they get for Rs.2/- per kg. for their own 

       children. 

   (v) At first I was introduced to a boy (Gangadharan) of 13 years age with all vices 

       like drinking, smoking etc.  He is being put in the track and monitored by one of the 

       senior teachers taking care of Balwadi.  The boy assured everybody that he will never

       in such bad habits in future and abide by the instruction.  That was indeed amazing.

       This is the real service expected of an organization like this.  

        The rest all are as usual (refer to the previous report of Nov 2006).  The accounts are audited and kept right.  Moral education classes can be started.  They are making arrangements for the electricity for the centers.  Hope they get it by January.  Shri Stephen is a whirlwind.  The immediate release of the funds to PAT Trichy is recommended.
