Visited Mallurahatty and Jogihatty on this trip.

Points that have been brought up by Chaithanya.

· The money being given out to the teacher’s ends up being one month late because of delays brought by the bank to check the funds. This point was raised earlier by Chaithanya.

· Hence 2 months salary have been disbursed using personal funds.

· They would like to increase the salary of the teachers from 400 to 700/mo.

Jogihatty – Teahcer : Shilpa

She seems to be very interested and motivated and wants to do more but I don’t think she’ll get the support of the panchayat in that area.  The Panchayat leader was also there when I had met and he didn’t seem to enthusiastic about asking Shilpa to take on more responsibility in the community.

She is in need of a library and will implement some sort of a “sign-in sign-out” system. The children in this centre are between 6 and 14 years.  She can be a big asset since she already volunteers in the Government school and there’s a good understanding between her and the Govt. School teacher. The govt. school teachers know her and take her help.

Mallurahatty – Teacher : Prakash
He has done his B.A. in kannada.  He’s a born leader and is seen as someone to look up to.  This village ahas the hightest literacy rate of the 13 centers.  The rate is around 90%.  We can do a lot with this village since Prakash is quite motivated.  At the moment there is a news paper that circulates every day so that people cane be informed.  The village as a whole is very supportive of this centre.  This center would also like a library.

In both places we can implement some sort of a drama to educate the people.
