Gram Vikas Trust Success Stories
GVT has built balwadis in Dahej and Kadodara in the past year. They are constructing balwadis in Moaji (supported by Vibha and Asha CNJ) and Pulsi (supported by Vibha). Moaji is planning to house 73 children and Pulsi is planning to house 89 children. They also run/support a primary school in Dahej.

Kadodara balwadi construction was supported by Asha CNJ and Dallas. The school has 48 children currently enrolled. About 14 children are going to the 1st grade starting June 2008.  22 more kids are joining the balwadi this June. The school has one teacher and an ‘aya’. The aya picks up the children from their homes and drops them back. The children are given breakfast everyday. The syllabus consists of Gujarati and English alphabets, numbers from 1 to 100, animal and vegetable names and some drawing lessons. The primary school teacher sometimes visits from next door to do some extra lessons and to know the children better. GVT is planning to follow a similar approach for other balwadis.

The support a child program has also been very successful. Since 1999 GVT has supported and encouraged children by providing scholarships for their entire education. In the beginning they chose only 2 children and Malkesh Shah is one of them. He just completed his B.E.Mechnical and joined a private company in Vapi as an Engineer starting January'2008. Malkesh was adopted when he was in his 7th standard. He is now supporting two other kids. Malkesh Shah was supported by Asha Dallas for his engineering final semesters.
