No of students in both the centers: Each center having 25 students. All total 50.

When started: The project was started in the month of June 2006.

Activities carried out till July: 
1. Opening of both the centers: The two centres from Asha for Education started officially on the 1st of June 2006.

2. Orientation of the teachers through workshops: This was done so that the teachers can learn about the objectives of the centres and their role. This was to explain how they were going to start the teachings, making them familiar with the girls and their parents. Till date HPPI has conducted two workshops for the teachers. 
3. Village contact drive by taking out rallies: The first village contact drive was done through rally for creating awareness on importance of education. The second was a meeting with the Headmaster and elders of the villages where the staff explained why the centres are established.
4. Exposure trips to nearest town: The girls were taken out to Jaipur City as their first exposure trip. They visited the zoo, temples, parks and the planetarium.
5. Parents teachers meetings: 4 Parents Teacher Meeting (2 in each village) has been held
6. Daily classes: The classes are running smoothly and the attendance so far is 100%. (will mail you the copy of attendance very soon)
