Activity Report of Sanctuary Schools for the three months ending March 2009
The Craft and Life skill activity scheduled for two days has been going on as planned excepting for two weeks in-between when Karthik, who is conducting it, had to take a break to attend to his IGNOU examination requirements. 

·        The Embroidery and Stitching work has shown very good improvement. 

·        The candle making still requires Karthik’s presence since we have not allowed the little ones to handle the kerosene stove to melt the paraffin wax alone. Otherwise the children are able to mould the candles without difficulty. 

·        Woodwork is under review. 

·        Clay work is being done at Bangalore (The Valley School).

·        The Medicinal Garden is being well tended by the children and is growing in size and number.

This activity was augmented by three week-long workshops on Embroidery and Clay-work held in Bangalore when three girls and one boy along with the two new teachers Sumithra and Santosh, worked with the Art Village staff of the Valley School.

Twenty Senior Children of the Schools attended a one-day Academic Review session of their learning levels  at Kaigal .The focus was on language (Telugu and English) and mathematics. In this review it was found that two children would be ready to join the 8th class in a government institution outside in June 2010 and it was decided to provide one child with  Vocational Training beginning June 2009 in addition to receiving assistance in academics at the Centre to appear for Class 10 exams in 2011.
