Long-term goals of the project (mention any changes you foresee)
In the long term we would like to add more classes and extend the facilities to a large number of children who work for a living and those who live on the streets. We wish to introduce vocational training to students who are in their early teens. 

We also envision a residential school so that children could be exposed to accelerated learning process and thus finish school sooner. This is important as most of the students have started learning late and have lost some years due to shuttling between their native village and the city. In a residential school environment the children will have more time for extracurricular activities and for development of vocational skills.

Description of current school facilities (building, equipment etc) 

Classes nursery and KG are in a building in Kishangarh. Irrespective of their age, the children who are starting their education are taught in this centre. This centre has four classrooms (two of which are rather small) and an office room along with a terrace and a small courtyard. Approximately 100 children attend the centre for day schooling and another fifty in the afternoon for remedial classes. Due to lack of space many children have to sit out in the open courtyard or on the terrace, this is particularly difficult during high summer months. 

Due to the increase in the number of the students, classes from KG to Std III had to be shifted to another building in Qutab Institutional Area. The new premises have spacious and well-ventilated 4 rooms for conducting classes and an office room. The War Widows Association has offered us these rooms without any rental. However SShrishti has to bear the cost of transportation of the children to this centre and all utility and maintenance bills. This centre also has a computer room with six networked computers and suitable educational software for computer aided learning. 

How do you need to improve these facilities? 

There is not much scope to improve the present facilities. Due to increase in the number of children, we need more space to add classes and to offer space for games and other extracurricular activities. The high rentals are a deterrent for hiring a suitable building.

We also need a large van/ mini bus to pick up children from the slums and bring them to the centres.

How do you think the school has improved in the last year?
In the last one year the school has increased the number of students and has enforced the syllabus stipulated by NCERT in classes 1 - 3. Teaching methods have been upgraded through workshops and some extracurricular activities like dramatics and dancing have been introduced.  

The school has also launched an afternoon session in which the children who work for a living and especially those that beg on the streets are being counseled and offered non formal education and a meal.

A programme of healthcare and de-addiction to gutka and other drugs is soon to be introduced for these children.

What are the problems you have faced in the last year? 

The problems have mainly been of shortage of space for conducting classes and in getting committed teachers within our limited financial resources. Another problem is that of the students often going off to their native village during the school term and thus falling behind in their studies.

Lack of adequate transport facility is also a problem. With a suitable van we could have brought many more children to our centres for our afternoon sessions.

How would you rate the overall effectiveness of this project over the past year?

The project has been effective in offering regular schooling to over 200 children and remedial classes for approximately another 75 students.

The students attending our centres have shown a marked improvement in their level of confidence, health and hygiene and have also shown commendable improvement in their academic performance.

The school has been successful in enrolling quite a number of students in the government run schools and other private schools. 

How much longer do you foresee requiring Asha funding, and for what purposes?
We are hoping Asha would fund us for a total of three years. 

Since we are constantly increasing the scope of our services by extending them to more and more disadvantaged children, we need Asha’s support for paying the teachers, for books and stationery, uniform and to pay for the meals provided to the children. The funds will help us in sustaining our growth.
