Brief background of SShrishti

SShrishti is a non-profit organization working towards the education of underprivileged children in slums of South Delhi. SShrishti informally started functioning from early 2003 and was registered in December 2003. SShrishti provides education to those children who are migrate from different states of India and not able to continue their schooling. The idea was to educate them and make them cross the great divide, which separate their lives from children of more affluent families. 

SShrishti also provides computer education to rural children. SShrishti has established computer centres in Rajasthan, Noida, Hariyana and UP. In each centre 40 students are getting computer education.

Aims and Objectives of SShrishti

To offer holistic education in caring environment to the underprivileged children and to address to particular problems of the children of the migrant labourers, who come to Delhi to make a living. 

Our aim is to introduce to these children of joys of learning and help them in becoming responsible and self-sufficient individuals.

Geographical coverage of SShrishti

SShrishti has two ongoing centres in Kishan Garh (Ladli learning centre and Sshrishti learning centre). Apart from these, one centre is running in Jai Hind Camp, a slum colony near Vasant Kunj, New Delhi. Sshrishti is also associated with a girls school in vill. Geja , Noida, UP. The computers centres are running in rural areas of Rajasthan, Haryana and UP.

Approaches

The students are mostly from families of migrant workers. Their fathers mostly employed as daily wage labourers in building construction or road building projects. Some of them are working as plumbers and electrician. Their mothers work as households help and generally do not get time for their children. Most of their parents are illiterate. SShrishti provides all the facilities to the children that they do not get at their home. A glass of milk and lunch is provided to the children of the morning and afternoon sessions. Periodic dental and eye checkups are organized. Uniforms, books, stationery and games and toys are also provided to the children. We also organize monthly meetings and trainings for the teachers to promote innovative and effective teaching in the centres. Community participation is very important in education therefore; monthly Community Parents Meetings (CPM) and community outreach programmes are scheduled. SShrishti also provides Vocational trainings and remedial classes to the children. All major festivals and national days are celebrated in the school.

Brief description of the project

SShrishti Learning Centre caters to children in Kishangarh and slums near B-56 sectors of Vasant Kunj, New Delhi. The students are children of migrant labourers and domestic help in the area. SShrishti Learning centre now has 102 students and five teachers. Classes held from 8:30 am to 2:30 pm and remedial classes start from 3:30 to 5:30 pm. The main Purpose of this centre is to provide holistic education to underprivileged children. Since it is run from a small rented property we are unable to provide space for games and other activities. We wish to enlarge the scope of activities and offer the facilities of the learning centre to a large number of children. We are requesting funds to run the learning centre .
