His family is well established; not rich but popular with the locals.

He is into such activities and hence not liked much by his family 

members. Seems very innovative and can do gr8 things with almost no resources. Whatever he has claimed (that he's doing) are all true. May be not as grand as one may imagine. But for a place like Bachharapaatna, its OK. School, he could not visit, but met a student from the school. Major point is he has no bad habits or extra expenditures. He gets some fixed income from house rent; hence money going to him will get used. He is also not narrow minded. This was observed form the fact that, when father reached there, he sent one guy for some coconut water, and that guy took his bike as if it were his bike. So as a person, he is quite decent. Only problem is he talks a lot; but its OK. I would strongly say let him get the amount, especially as it is a small amount. And we can observe again next year.

What I feel is, he will do the job even if he doesn’t get help from 

Asha. But Asha will lose the scope to support a motivated person.
