It will be seen that no child got less than 50% and 94% of those who wrote all the papers secured more than 60% marks. 

Childrens Day:  Childrens Day was celebrated on the 14th November, 2007  as usual. A Fancy Dress Competition was held the previous day , with enthusiastic participation by  children and parents alike !

Books from USA : Thanks to Aruna Sethupathi and Sudarsan Rao of ASHA for Education, NJ , the school has received three boxes of  American books that could greatly benefit the children. Aruna has so far donated books to over 1000 schools in Tamil Nadu.  We pray for her long , dedicated  life . 

Book Fair : A visit to the Book Fair conducted in  January, 2008 in Chennai resulted in a number of useful books being bought for the library – both the Primary School library and the High School library. 

Workshop for Teachers : A mid-term workshop was conducted for the teachers on the 26th, 27th and 28th December, 2007. Sita Umamaheswaran, Principal, PSBB Millennium School at St Thomas Mount, Chennai conducted the workshop. 

Children’s Camp : A camp was held on the 8th and 9th of December, 2007 when 60 students of Stds – IV and V lived in the school, away from home. There were games, camp fire, film shows, morning jog , social service and quiz programs which the children enjoyed hugely. 

High School Building :  The construction is going on apace and the class rooms of Grade-VI will be ready by the end of May, 2008. Murli and Mukund , sons of Late Sarukkai Jagannathan, ICS, former  Governor of the Reserve Bank of India , donated a class room in memory of their parents. We are immensely grateful to both of them. So far, the Trust has received donations to build 7 class rooms and two halls / labs (apart from part payments for 6 class rooms) against the full requirement of 24 class rooms and 6 halls / labs by the year 2013. Statues of Dakshinamurthi , Rajamathangi, Ganesh and Anjaneya have been erected in the school premises, attracting attention. 

Midday Meal Scheme : Midday meal continues to be served free to 377 children with continued support coming from Shirdi Sai Trust, Venkatasubramaniam and N. Chandramouli as usual. 

Research work :  Two girl students, Jade Vo and Ansa Pottekkat , doing research work under the auspices of the University of Regina and the Indian Institute of Technology, Chennai  met the Trustees  as part of their research work. 
Computers for High School :  The Matriculation School that will open in June, 2008 with Std – VI will need 6 computers for two class rooms  as well as for the office and staff room. A computer that meets our requirements costs Rs 15,000. Four donors (Alok Agarwal, Sekher Seshadri , G.L.Srinivasan and N.Padmanabhan) have already come forward to help. We still need two computers and a xerox machine costing  Rs 70,000. Patrons are requested to come forward to help. 

Further Programs :  The children go on an excursion to Darasuram on the 2nd February, 2008. The 6th Village Kolam Competition will be held on the 3rd February. The 6th Annual Sports will be on the 16th and 17th February. The Science Day will be observed on the 28th February. The children are working on a project titled “ Eeadilla Thamizhagam “ (the matchless Tamil Nadu) which will be thrown open to the public on the 2nd March, 2008. 

Annual donations :  Out of 329 children  enjoying the patronage of donors who pay Rs 5000 ($ 120)  / Rs 6200 ( $ 150) per annum per child, 58 contributions for the current year  have not yet been received. Those who have not yet paid   are requested  once again to send in their contribution early as the current academic year is coming to a close  very soon. The success of the Scheme to give  ‘modern, quality, value-based education in English medium to poor village children at no or negligible cost to them ‘  will wholly depend on the munificence of our donors .
