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Background:

Started in 1996 by the KC Mahindra Trust & successful in having more than 3,600 sponsorships so far, project ‘Nanhi Kali’ is now a joint venture between the K.C. Mahindra Education Trust and Naandi Foundation.

Naandi Foundation is a not-for-profit registered Trust working in the areas of Education, Health and Livelihood since 1998. Our Board is chaired by Dr Anji Reddy of Dr Reddy’s Laboratories Ltd. and includes eminent personalities like Mr. Anand Mahindra of Mahindra & Mahindra, Mr. Ramalinga Raju of Satyam Computers, Mr. KS Raju of Nagarjuna Group and Dr Isher Judge Ahluwalia, noted economist. Nanhi Kali is a participatory project, where any individual or group can sponsor the education of girl children by providing monetary support. 

Objectives:  

- To provide school education & direct material support to underprivileged girl children in India and see them blossom into socially responsible, independent and mature adults.

- To affirm the value of education for a girl child among the parents, teachers, community and society at large

Goal:
To ensure all girl children in India receive at least ten years of basic quality education by 2025

Rationale:

In spite of protection ensured by the law, the girl child in India is always considered as an economic burden & a liability. Female children are often neglected forcing them to become victims of exploitation even before their birth. The sex ratio of girls which is just 927 per 1000 males in India today is a manifestation of this appalling fact.

Today there are over 200 million illiterate women in India. It is estimated that for every 10 girl children who enroll in Class I, only 3 reach Class X. There is ample evidence to show that girls remain educationally backward as compared to boys despite the fact that both are from similar socio economic backgrounds. Gender disparity in education still remains a serious issue in India. The girl child is also a victim of the culture of women being restricted to domestic work and is burdened with family responsibilities at a very early age.

It is only through education that the girl child can arm herself to be independent and self-reliant, and hence have a fighting chance in life.  

It is therefore, necessary that an immediate change be brought about to reduce and eliminate gender disparity and overall illiteracy in India.
Our Appeal:

We request for sponsorships for the education needs of girl children across the country who will be selected from the most marginalised and economically deprived sections of society. The outreach of the Nanhi Kali project will be both to rural and urban areas and will focus on girls who come from families existing below the poverty line. We look forward to your support to help educate the girl child so that she is independent and self-reliant, and hence have a fighting chance in life.

Sponsorship details:

To support the educational needs of the girl child through Project Nanhi Kali, we seek the support of both individuals and organisations. The sponsorship costs range from as little as Rs 1800/ USD 50 per annum to Rs 2500/ USD 70 per annum, for a minimum sponsorship period of one year for one girl child. Any number of girl children can be sponsored and the sponsorships renewed every year based on the donor’s satisfaction with the program implementation. 

The sponsorship options are –


-    Rs 1800/USD 50 per year to support one girl child from class 1 to 7 

· Rs 2500/USD 70 per year to support one girl child from class 8 to 10

Your contribution will be used towards expenses like the cost of learning support, books and other study material, uniforms and other costs of ensuring that a favorable learning environment is created in the school, so that the girls have access to quality education. 

Feedback to donors:

Periodic assessment, monitoring and evaluation will be conducted to study the progress of the child and also the pattern of education imparted to the child.

Profiles of the children along with photographs will be sent to the donor. We will also send progress reports every six months that include the academic records and personality profiles of each child. If you desire, you can also correspond with children through the project office to build up a more personal relationship.
