CAN has been involved in community development work for disabled persons in two slums of Delhi - Kusumpur Pahari in Vasant Vihar and Dakshinpuri for the last four years. As part of this programme, CAN 

a) Is running vocational training centres where disabled persons are taught to make different things like jute bags, glass paintings, greeting cards, paper folders etc.  The main purpose of giving the training to these children is to develop self confidence  among them and to motivate them to become economicaly independent.

b) organises awareness campaigns and sensitization workshops for the community 

c)  Helps the disabled persons to access services and facilities available for them.

In the Kendras we are giving them training in making handicrafts, papier-mache items,file folders, jute and cloth bags, tailoring and embroidery, candle making, fabric painting etc.

CAN has in-house trainers and also consults with trainers from various training institutes, entrepreuners and corporates to add value to training sessions and make the products market-friendly.

On an average, the parents are semiliterate or illiterate, belong to lower class or lower middle class and are working for private companies or are self employed and unemployed. A large number of mothers are illiterate and work as domestic help.

In addition to vocational training we help them to get disability certificates. We also provide them with medical facilities by networking with hospitals and clinics. We also engage them in recreational activities like indoor and outdoor sports and visits to museums etc.

Children from pre-nursery classes are helped in getting admission to local and government schools.

Approximately 20 persons have finished their training from our centres. Those who have finished the training are either doing job work from home for CAN or other agencies. Few have got employment in private organizations.

	19. Do you help your students with their future education efforts after they have passed out of your school?

Yes, we give the Vocational Centre trainees job work, invite them to participate in fairs, use them as trainers etc.  

	20. Are there any other schools (Kindergarten/Balwadi, Elementary school, High school) in the area? If so, please list the schools and the range of classes each of them offers.

There is only one vocational training centre being run by Samadhan for MR children in Dakshinpuri. Here the children learn to make papier mache items and other handicrafts. In Kusumpur Pahari, Rotary club of Delhi and Shanti Charitable Trust are running tailoring classes for women. 


	21. Is your program different from that provided at these schools? Please explain.

Yes, because we are running integrated training centres for disabled and their family members in order to make them self reliant.We give themT comprehensive training in making a variety of things that have a ready market. 

	22. Why are the children in your school/s not attending government/other schools in the local area?

The children in pre-school are being helped to get admission in primary schools in the local area.

	23. Do you try to involve the parents of the children in the running of the school (e.g. in setting the syllabus etc.)? Please specify.

We conduct parents, teacher and coordinator meeting once a month to interact with parents, give them feed back about their child's/relative's progress and note their suggestions. 

	24. What are your expansion plans for the future (e.g. adding more classes or schools)?

We have plans to increase the number of training classes and trainees as well as the type of training courses. We also plan to setup micro enterprises in the area.

By helping to improve the quality of education in the Government schools and supporting genuine efforts made by individuals or NGOs to run educational institutions in order to complement the efforts of the Government.
