Regular Staff Training : 

As an ongoing activity , we have organized 4 days refresher course on early childhood education .All the 10  teachers along with the supervisor took part in this training programme . All the teachers interact with each other and discuss about the problems,gaps and solutions of the children .All the teachers focus on mode of teaching is  in own tribal language and give priority over interest and care of the each individual child .Supervisor  strictly ephasis regularity ,Punctuality should be maintain by the teachers. Monthly training to teachers and orientation give positive impact to student.

Maintenance of Attendance Register: 

From the regular maintenance of the Attendance Register in 10 center by the respective teacher , it is observed that 95% of children on an average attended the centers.Superviser of the programme visit  regularly to each center. During the riots attendance was reduced to 60%.in the month of sept.

Mainstreaming to formal school
IRDMS supervisor Mr Dhramanada take key role to send the student to formal school from Asha school.Total 32 boys and 21 girls from 10 center of Asha school go to formal school. Total no 53 students regularly go to formal school.It is our great achievement during the project period..

Supervisor of IRDMS  give insturction to all teachers of 10 center , for monthly  evaluation of student,From month of july 2008 monthly assesment was done propoerly.In the month of march 2009 final examination will be done in each center.
