The poor literacy rate of children of the  village and the nearby villages makes us to start  this project for  long term. In the nearby  villages of Parijat Academy, the poor tribal women have meagre family income by selling home-made fermented rice beer. We cannot stop them directly from this until we provide an alternate source of income for them. We are brainstorming to create some jobs related to handloom etc but in the meantime we  decided that school is the only answer for their children so that they do not continue with the family beer making earning and waste their life.

-Educating the poor , to create awareness on the eradication of child labour.

-Providing free education.

- Helping children develop the qualities of loving kindness, compassion and universal responsibilities.

No, Parijat Academy is a non religious, non political, non profit shool. It is a school for underprivileged children.

Parijat Academy often organises women development meeting at the shool premises on skill development for sustaining their livelihood. Adult Education programme for illiterete mother  has already started in school. This programme is  held after  children completes their regular classes  in the  afternoon from 2 to 3.30 pm .

The children and their parents are educationally and economically very very poor. The whole area of  Village  Pamohi and nearbyvillages is prone to flood. Cultivating is not very feasible. People here are daily wage earner, some are farmers, some are working in nearby stone quarry and some are woodcutters.

Parijat Academy started in 2003. Now we have 54 children. Still they are student. Parijat Academy is planning upto class 10 with free education. In future hopefully, student may get part time job at Parijat Academy on different programme like agriculture, oldage care , child care,  village to village visit for health care, biodiversity conservation, teaching, street children education programme etc.

	19. Do you help your students with their future education efforts after they have passed out of your school?

Parijat Academy is now a beginning.We  have a plan to provide skill development programme for the students for self help and capacity building to stand on their own feet.

	20. Are there any other schools (Kindergarten/Balwadi, Elementary school, High school) in the area? If so, please list the schools and the range of classes each of them offers.

There are  3 primary shool  in the area. Classes from 1 to 4 only. There is no High Shool in the area.


	21. Is your program different from that provided at these schools? Please explain.

Yes, we provide learing in a practical method. We organise  children science exhibition & other activities like music, games, art. We teach English and Hindi from preprimary level inlike Govt. schools where they do not provide English and Hindi from Class I. We prepare learning and teaching  material on our own for easy undersatnding for kids in pre primary.

	22. Why are the children in your school/s not attending government/other schools in the local area?

In Government  school teacher absenteism is very high, teacher and student ratio is 70:1. The teaching staff of Government school does not provide one to one attention to every child particulary in rural tribal area. I am not going to say that Government school is bad.From my small experience in rural tribal area particulary in our area student of class 5 or 6 cannot even write Assamese properly.Enrollment is high in Govt School, but no quality  eduaction isprovided nor monitored and inspected. That is why children have a hard time in high school and eventually do not continue their studies and drop out. 

At Parijat Academy we are trying to take care from the beginning so that students do not remain school drop out. We try to understand the kids problem and visit them in their houses time to time.


	23. Do you try to involve the parents of the children in the running of the school (e.g. in setting the syllabus etc.)? Please specify.

No, we are not trying to involve the parents of the children. But we encouarge the parent to bring their kids regulary to school instead of sending them alone to school  and take them back home after classes ends.

Upto class 10.

We need more 7 class rooms.
