Site Visit Report
Parijat Academy is a school for underpriviledged children. It is a non profit non religious organisation. I visited the Parijat Academy on 16-8-07.  on the request of Ankur Borah
 This Academy is Garbhanga Village, situated at Assam-Meghalaya border. Most of the habitants are Karbi (it’s a kind of tribe) who lives at hills of upper Assam and they do Jhoom cultivation. Karbis are second largest tribes in the Assam. Literacy rate is around 30%. This school has been established by Uttam Teron in 2003. Earlier Mojha (children below 12 years) were used to work in Parijat Academy. Initially four children came later on number reached up to 12. There were 54 children in 2006 and now 192 (70% - Tribal, 30% are others including Muslims and OBC) children are studying in this school. Since there were no resources so Uttam started tuition to meet out the cost. There are 15 (10-Female, 5 Male) staffs and the school in which 13 are working as teacher and 2 are working as co-ordinator. School Timing:  9am to 1pm for Nursery and 9am to 2pm for rest. They take 2 rupees as admission fees and there is no monthly fee. They provide study material. Students arrange school dress of own and if somebody is not able to manage then school authority collect money from local peoples in form of donation.
