Palnaghar project site visit report

Date 3-Oct-2010

Our day started with breakfast at Jawhar hostel and we headed for our palnaghar visit starting at 8 am.

We reached at Mokhada , spent some time inspecting hostel and re planning and amending initial plans.

Mr Kashinath and Laxman Doke mama accompanied for visit.

Pasodi paada –kumbhi paada – karoli paada was sequence for our visit.

Pasodi paada was identified as one paada with large number of malnourished children; some of them were grade 3 and grade 4.

After checking weights and heights, we compared the previous values.

It was observed that most of the children have gained weight and regularly coming to palnaghar. Few drop outs were observed because of migration of aadivasi couple to another village.

Additional 3 children we also included in palnaghar.

In duration of last 3 months 2 mothers delivered. Newborn kits were not given to them.

Our grass root workers were informed about it and instructed.
Anganwadi sevika was instructed about maintaining hygiene and make clean drinking water available.

Water purifier was the need of community and note was made to supply it.

When we visited there was out break of viral fever and common cold.

Scabies was also noted in few. All sick children were treated accordingly.

3 grade 3 and one grade4 children were found.

Additional nutritional supplementations for grade 3 and hospitalization to grade 4 children was suggested.

All stock and grossary material and attendance of children and documentation of records were checked and were found to be satisfactorily maintained.

The visit was terminated as I had to rush to Latur to attend my grand mother’s funeral.
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
