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INTRODUCTION:
Institute Of Social Work(ISW) based in Kidderpore, Kolkata, has been operative for 25 years and worked towards imparting non-formal education and vocational training aiming at self-sufficiency for the girl children as well as the adolescent and young women of the area .The institute has a center for the same purpose that is run by professionals pertaining to the field. A batch each for children from the age of 4 to 11 years and another for children from the age of 12 to 18 are provided with non-formal training as well as extra guidance alongside formal education. There is also a group of adolescents as well as destitute young women who come for vocational training like tailoring and stitching. The institute looks forward to furthering the already existent programme by introducing new methods and techniques of training and education.

Report From Barasat School
The Institute Of Social Work has been running a non-formal primary day school at Ichhapur, Kolkata of the name Sishu Bikash Bharati with a view to cater to the educational requisites and useful extra-curriculur activities.Alongside,the centre also provides young women of the locality with vocational training to ensure self-suficiency for them.

Here is a bried summary of the activities and particulars of the programme for the year 2005.

Primary Education Department:

The primary education department of the centre has four classes, starting from nursery to class IV. It remains open six days a week, excluding public holidays from 10 a.m to 4 p.m with a half an hour break in between. The subjects taught include Bengali, English, Mathematics, History, Geography, Science and General knowledge. Students of class IV study texts prescribed by the West Bengal Board Of Education.
The children are involved in extra-curricular activities ranging from dance, music, recitation and sports to clay modeling and paper-cutting. The children enthusiastically participated in the Independence Day parade and flag-hoisting programme in August. They even took part in the annual sports competition held in October.1
Enrollment in the primary school department has steadily increased from 230 in January to 271 in October.

A total of six guides assists the students in their educational endeavour. The teachers maintain regular interaction with the children’s guardians to discuss their progress in class.
The institute hopes to improve on the learning conditions of the students by revising and intensifying the methods of teaching and to provide the students with texts to enhance their reading capacity. The institute also recognizes the necessity of providing the children with toys to play with their free time, of which there is lack at present.
Vocational Training:
The vocational training department of the institute remains open six days a week from 12 p.m to 3 p.m. Young women here are taught tailoring and embroidery and the products are often sold in fairs and to individual customers. One guide trains the students, the enrollment trend of whom have shown a dwindle from 1 numbers in January 2 2 numbers in October.

The institute endeavors to include more number of women in the vocational training course, which would help in a steady production of garments. The institute also identifies the need of providing the trainees with more raw materials and better sewing-machines.

Report From Kidderpore Slum Areas
The Institute Of Social Work, situated at Mominpur, Kolkata has been running a project entitled “Look for the light by children of rural and urban slums” with the children and adolescent girls of the neighborhood, aimed at reducing the rate of school drop-outs among the local girls enrolled in a formal school as well as assist the local adolescent girls to gain vocational training for future self-sustainance. The institute also caters to the needs of very young children of the locality by giving them non-formal primary education. The institute provides coaching assistance to students who come to seek extra guidance. Along with the curriculum, the children are also treated to several extra-curricular activities like workshops  ,indoor games and extempore sessions.
We, here at the institute, plan to upgrade the programme by bringing several new ideas into execution. This will include educational tours, summer camps, upgradation of vocational training programme by introducing computer education, video shows, workshops to increase the imaginative capacity of the children enrolled at the centre and organizing exhibitions to showcase their talents.
Here is a brief summary of the activities and particulars of the programme for the year 2005.

The centre remains open six days a week, excluding public holidays,from 11  a.m to 4 p.m. There are three categories of students enrolled:

1) Children under 10 years age  with or without formal education

2) Children of 10 to 18 years of age who are enrolled in formal schools

3) Adolescent and young adults of 10 to 22 years who are enrolled in the vocational training course.

Enrollment Trends
Enrollment in the first category has gone up from 30 numbers in January to 47 numbers in the latest evaluation count. Subjects taught: Bengali and English on all days, Mathematics taught on Sundays, Wednesdays and Fridays and Hindi taught on Tuesdays Thrusdays  and Saturdays.
Enrollment in the second category has gone down from 39 in January to 22 in October.2 amongst these are qualifying for their higher secondary degrees next year.

Enrollment in the third category has gone up from 24 to 30 between January and October.

Extra-Curricular Activities

Children of the first category are being made to participate in indoor games like Scrabble and quiz to improve their intelligence quotients. They also participated in music and dance workshops conducted in the months of July and August, aimed at fostering a sense of cooperation and bonhomie among them.
Children of the second category participated in a workshop on photography held throughout the month of August , which culminated in an exhibition held at a local school. These children also participated in dance and drama workshops.
Educational And Recreational Tours
The children had been taken to the Millenium Park,a local amusement park.5 students of the second category were taken to Akra,another project site of ISW.All the students were taken to the nearby zoological gardens as a part of the photography workshop.

Vocational Training Unit
Girls enrolled in this programme have been taught tailoring, embroidery and soft-toy making. They are also assisted towards self-employment as a part of this programme.

One guide assists the first category of students at present. The second category of students is assisted by three guides at present and the third category of students is assisted by one guide at present.
