The progress of the NFE centers in the last 6 months (January 2008 to June 2008)

        The major objective of the programme is to prevent school Drop outs, prevent girl child marriages and improve the quality of children  in education. We successfully run the NFE centers with the support of local community and Teachers commitment. The major impact the programme is socially and economically poor students followed systematic combined study, day-to-day review of the lessons learned in the school classrooms and increased interest in studies. Most of the parents thanks to our NFE teachers, for making a change in their children’s behaviour and develop good attitude in regular studies.
Major achievements between the 6 months (January  to June 2008) 

· All the NFE Students except 16 students are promoted to next grade. Remaining students prepare for supplementary examination to be held at September 2008.

· 20 girl children from our NFE centers selected for one year Free “Tailoring Teacher Training” course in Government Training Institute, Thambaram, Chennai.  This one-year training course is completely free of cost and eligible for appointment in regular schools as a Tailoring Teacher. 

· Suresh, from Theerthampalayam NFE center, a reenrolled children get admission in Diploma in civil engineering in Government sugar mills polytechnic. Also Deepa, student from Unjapalayam NFE center, passed higher secondary examination and get admission in Arts college this year.

· Randomly 19 NFE students get Uniforms and note books from HEALDS. The money generated through local supporters.

The other activities between the 6 months? 

· Local panchayat leaders visited our NFE centers and discuss with the students 

· Tamilnadu government have been recognized HEALDS as a nodal agency for conducting “Bonded Labour re-survey” in May and June 2008.  We have identified number of bonded child labour working in Brick kilns, Power looms, Stone Quarries and spinning mills.

Please give examples of activities at the project in the last  6 months.  Please give details.

· Conduct Kodaikanal summer tour programme for NFE students on the month of May 2008. It is very helpful to students learning Natural environment, Animal life and enjoying different life style. Also this is the first time to go out door. The expenditure supported by local contribution received from Mrs. Suceela Dass, Mohanur. 

· Conduct two-week special English coaching classes for 30 interested students. Basic grammar and spoken English are the main subjects.  

Please explain how Asha funds were used in the last  6 months.

1. Asha funds utilized for provide Honorarium to 25 NFE Teachers.

Feedback from the Teachers and Parents

Mrs. Rajeshwari, NFE Teacher, Kumaripalayam, “ I am working as a NFE teacher from the past 1 & half years. NFE centers really make change in our area, especially the students are belongs to cobbler community, traditionally they dependent upon their neighbourhood land owners for their day to day survival. Most of the children from this community misguided by the land owners and forced children in to agriculture work. For this reason children continuously dropped out from the schools. Hence education is the only way for this people to escape from this employment exploitation. Asha for education NFE center playing a major role in our village mainly to prevent the school drop outs and strengthening children efforts in education. Yes I am very proud of my satisfied job.

Mrs. Sagunthala, NFE Teacher, Olapalayam village, spokes in the monthly review meeting at the  HEALDS training center, “ Most of the children in our area having worst behaviour in discipline, attitude, personal hygiene and education. Almost all are belongs to scheduled community. They never go to school properly.  Higher caste School teachers are nothing bother about that is a serious matter, because student’s attendance register “Adjusted” as  full attendance without any remarks for escaping from inspection. So no education care for poor scheduled caste children in the schools is the problem.. After opening NFE center in our village, gradually we encourage the poor children through our NFE center to attend the school properly and follow up study conducted in our center.  Now they immensely understood their vulnerable circumstances and now attending schools properly and study well. We very much thanks to Asha for education and HELADS”

Mrs. Banumathi, a widow, HIV infected having two children residing in pettaipalayam village ,” I am affected by HIV infection, my husband died before 8 years back, after I have faced untold miseries with my children from the community and relatives. Even I was suffering for daily bread. At the time I attend one HIV/AIDS care and support meeting were conducted by HEALDS in Namakkal, I have felt confidence in my heart “I want to live for my two children and I want to educate my children for safe in future life”. HEALDS support our family through provide Rs.20,000 for economic activity (Reed Grass cultivation) . Now my children properly cared by NFE center, I feel my burden was reduced. Thank you HEALDS and ASHA.
