Dear Arti,
Pl find following response from Mr. Manoj on your questions.
1) Where exactly is the nearest government school?  Is untouchability and social stigma the deterrent for them to go there, or just distance?
A: The distance of government school is about 1.5 Kilometers, small kids can not go their, untouchabilty is a point but unawareness is major thing.

2) Is anything being done to increase their awareness of the government facilities potentially available to them?
A.Yes, we are doing this by telling them about their rights and about government’s schemes for upliftment. We are making pressure on government authorities but
it will take more time to get some result. 

3) It says this school is from ages 3 - 14.  Do the children go to upper school after that, and if so, where?  What has been the long term success of this project?
A. We have started this school last year, this is our 1st batch, we are trying to enroll our students in government as they can get facilities provided by government like scholarship, midday meal and free books. Our target is to create interest in education.


4) They mention the play and learn method from Lalpur. What exactly is the play and learn method?
A. We tried some method like teaching number and letters with help of song. But it was not very successful, b'cas children are small. It will take few years . 1st thing is to introduce  education in their habit. We will continue our effort. 

5) What sorts of subjects do the students take at this school?
A. Hindi and Mathematics. ( Numbers/Alphabet) 


6) The estimated budget indicated two teachers are
employed? Are they qualified and how do only two teachers manage 52 children?
A. Currently only Manoj is teaching . he was teaching at Lalpur for 2 years. Some youth are giving time as volunteer, but without any honorarium they are not stable. Two teacher including Manoj can manage students. 

7) How receptive are the villagers to this help?  Is it affecting just the youth of the community or having a wider reaching impact throughout?
A. Gonvara is a Tola of Mushar community , this is located about 1.5 km from main village Mahe. Total population of this tola is  about 300, they are not in main stream of village since beginning.  No one is literate in last generation. Now they are happy that
their children are getting education in their own place. It will take more time to build their confidence in us. They will support us as they can. 

8) Is the crisis mentioned at the end of the proposal just a financial crisis or are there other problems?
A. Financial crisis is main thing, other problem is untouchabilty, unemployment, exploitation. Their main occupation is laborer at brick kilns, piggery and Pattal making. Low income is a big problem.

Dear Asha friends,
The place where I am running this school is 5 kms west from Sindhiya block HQ. This is ‘tola’ (hamlet) of Gonwara village; local communities are MUSHAR and CHAMAR. The main village and school is about three kilometers from this place, but recently it is connected by a link road. Almost all villagers are working in a brick klin, which is near to this 'tola'. Children of age group less than 14 years are also working in this klin. They do not have their own land, they are living in huts at a land which belongs to Brahmins. There are about 30 families and total population is about 200. They do not access any government facilities due to lack of awareness. Due to untouchability they are facing social problems. After spending 2 years in Asha Ashram I returned to my village in August 04 due to illness. In December I started a study center in this community with 15 children. Now total 52 children are regularly coming to this center, villagers are extending full cooperation. They built a hut structure for this center. The school timing is 10AM to 2 PM. The age level is 3- 14 years. I am teaching students with play and learn method, idea of which I got from schools of Lalpur. Now school is running well but we are facing some crisis. I would like to request you all to visit this center, meet villagers and help us as you feel.
