Activities of


JAGRITI BAL VIKAS SAMITI


JUNE-AUGUST 2002-03








A. SWAMI VIVEKANAND VIDYALAYA, LODHAR





1) Total number of students in the school in this academic year is 185.  Out of this, new admissions  are 25.  26 students in class V and 6 students of class VIII have been enrolled for Board examinations.  Total number of teachers in the school is 9 including one science lab incharge.


  


2) Science Popularisation Programme





After summer vacation when all the schools reopened, demonstration of science experiments in other schools especially the government schools of nearby villages have again started.  Ten neighbouring village schools are covered under this programme.  Lodhar School science lab incharge Shri Rajkumar is demonstrating various science experiments in these school.  These experiments not only cover their syllabus, but also include wide ranges of general science activities.





3) Automation of Library


   


The library of Lodhar school is being computerized by the library incharge Shri Vinay Ji.  We have about 6000 books of various categories.  Two Shramdaan days in holidays have been organised for this purpose in which many volunteers and workers of Jagrit took part.





4) Mobile library


  


The mobile library that was started on 26th December 2000 in two villages, continues to cater the needs of the children of these villages.  The library incharge Shri Vinay Ji visits the villages twice a week.





5) Study Circle


   


Study Circle continues as before.  As you know, every Saturday afternoon, teachers and volunteers discuss various topics. We take the benefits of the expertise of Prof. A.P. Shukla (Retired Professor in Physics, IITK) through this programme. The topics discussed so far include philosophy of education and science; history of science and civilisation; and various political thoughts, etc.  Currently we are discussing the life, thoughts and works of great personalities of the world.





6) Workshop on Science for the teachers


    


A workshop on Science Teaching was organised at Swami Vivekanand Vidyalaya on 17th & 18th August.  For the purpose Dr. Sushil Joshi from Eklavya, Bhopal was invited.  On 17th, the workshop was aimed to interact with the children with some science and computer activites.  26 students from class VI, VII, VIII and IX and 25 teachers and volunteers participated in the programme.  Main activities that took place on 17th August were as follows:





i)	To cut the internal organs of the human body from a sheet and fix these into another sheet at the appropriate places as per the instruction given.  Once it is complete, one can see the internal organs of the human body in its actual position.


ii)	An Animation show of the Digestive System of human body prepared by the team of Media Lab Asia.  This show was followed by an interactive talk of     children with Dr. Joshi about the various aspects of the human digestive process.  


iii)	To see the limbs of the insects with the help of microscope and computer. Slides were put under the microscope and the images were viewed on the computer screen.   


iv)	To make the model of the digestive system using waste plastic bottles of glucose, rubber pipes, etc.  All the children were divided into five groups     consisting of five children each.  Each group made a model of the digestive system of human body with the waste materials.  It took nearly 2.5 hours to     make it.  Children liked it very much.  


The main purpose of this day activities was to make science and computer popular among the village children.  Children were very happy and enthusiastic to participate in all these


activities.





18th August programme was aimed at the teachers' training.  All the teachers of Lodhar school, volunteers from IIT, workers of Jagriti, and some participants from other schools and organisations were also present.  Dr Sushil Joshi mainly concentrated on the most experienced problems on the following topics that are faced very often by a teacher in the class.

On 20th August, we organised a teachers' training programme at an other school with the help of Dr. Sushil Joshi.  One more visitor from Eklavya Shri Amman joined us on 19th.  He participated mainly in animation programme.





7) Plantation at Lodhar school is being done with the help of teachers and students.








B. MIGRANT LABOUR PROJECT (MLP)


  





I. Non-formal Schools





Currently there are 4 centres.  One centre at Gol hauraha and 7 other brick kiln centres have been closed down.  Apart from these centres there were 5 centres run by Brick-kiln Association.  We often visited the centres and interacted with the teachers and students.  These centres have also closed down.  All the brick-kiln centres will now start in the month of November. The works in brick kiln stops in rainy season and workers move to 


their native places.  The four running centres are as follows:





1.   Yoga Towers, Parmat (Construction site)


2.   LML Centre (slum-colony)


3.   Hall-7, IIT (Construction site)


4.   SAC, IIT  (Evening School)





Hall-7 centre was temporarily closed down last month as most of the children migrated to some other site with their parents.  Now they are again coming back.  So it is again starting soon.  Gol Chauraha centre that was closed in the month of April is also going to be started soon due to the continuous demand for it by the parents and the children.  We held meetings with the parents.  Probable places for starting the center was discussed.  They want that there should be a school as it was running earlier.  Since the demand has come from their side, we are planning to start the centre once we get a suitable place for it.  Similarly talks are going on with the Lohia Motors Limited (LML) authority for starting a school at the back side of the factory where more than 50 children of school going age are living.  





II. Monthly Teachers' Training Programme





Every month on 1st Saturday an all teachers meeting is held.  All the teachers from MLP centres, teachers from Lodhar school and volunteers from IIT gather in the office of Jagriti.  MLP centres teacher share their experiences, and tell various problem specially in teaching.  Lodhar school teachers act as the resource person for MLP teachers.  They demonstrate new methods of teaching, explain how to use a particular education kit or Cards.  Thus it serves as the training programme for MLP teachers.  Generally the schedule of this monthly meeting is as follows:





Song => Report by MLP teachers on the last month


activities at the centre, discussion on any problem


faced by the teacher or students, etc. => Presentation


of Maths/Hindi curriculum by a Lodhar school teacher


for MLP children => Educational Games => Refreshments


=> Discussion on Health, sanitation, etc. => Reading


from an Inspiring books on Education, like "Jivan Ki


Ore" by Makarenko, or "Chota Rajkumar" => Song.





This meeting is continuing interruptedly and the results are coming now.  The MLP teachers are now finding themselves more efficient in interacting with the children than before.  Total number of persons including teachers, volunteers, and other workers participating in the monthly meeting is about 25. 





III. Health Programme





 A. Vedio Show





Health programme in the MLP centres were initiated in the month of February with the vedio show programme on general health awareness.  The show relates to the Immunisation and the preventive health care during pregnancy.  In these vedio shows women, children and men all participate.  Due to rainy season, this programme is temporarily off as we have to hold the show on open field.  It will restart as soon as the monsoon is off. 





 B. Health Workder





After the Gol Chauraha centre is closed, the teacher of the centre Miss Sunita Srivastava is acting as the health volunteer.  She started work in the month of May.  She goes to the centres and talks with the lady workers and the children.  She interacts with them and tries to make a friendly atmosphere.  She talks on sanitation, health awareness, immunisation, family planning, etc.  She also convinces the workers mostly the female workers to go to the nearest health centres.  She herself goes to such centres and consults doctors.  She talks with the pregnant women and gives them on how to take preventive care during pregnancy.  Sunita also carries with her the first aid box and provides the medical help to the needy.  Some female workers have now agreed for medical operation to prevent pregnancy.  We are now consulting a gynecologist for it.  





C. Health Camp


   


Till date we have organised five health camps.  All were on the immunisation of children.  Four health camps were organised at LML and Deep centres.  One at the Parmat centre was organised on 11th June.   A Child specialist and three other staff from a Government Hospital took part in the camp.  Each time about 105 children were treated and immunised against BCG, DPT, Polio and Hepatitis B at LML and Deep centres.  At Parmat centres, about 60 children got immunisation. Also, about 10 pregnant women workers got medicines, injections and advice from the doctor.  





IV. Meeting with workers  


    


We constantly keep on meeting with the workers just interact with them.  This we do not only when we go to visit a school or site in day time, but also in evening.  In evening workers are off from the work.  So they get time to spend with us.  It greatly helps us to understand their problems and aspirations too.  We play with the kid.  This helps in developing a sense of confidence in them for us.  This is very important part of our activity.





V. Curriculum Development


   


This summer two books specially for MLP kids have been prepared.  We are revising it and will print it.  We will not only use the books at our centres, but also provide it to the other persons/organisations.








C. OTHER ACTIVITIES





1) Tailoring Class at Lodhar School


   


To provide a vocational skill to the village girl, a training class for tailoring was started on 8.5.2000 in the summer vacation.  It is held in the Lodhar school.  One of our school teacher Smt. Anuradha Mishra is providing the training.  It was started with 36 girls.  It is  continuing successfully.  Some of the girls now have become experts in stitching women garments.  Now for the last one month, an expert tailor is coming to the school to train the girls to make male garments like shirts and trousers.  Girls themselves are preparing the school uniform for the children of  one of the MLP centres.





2) Celebration for Jagriti’s completing five years 


    


Jagriti celebrated the completion of five years of its formal inception on 13th June, 2002.   On this occasion almost all Jagriti members were present.  In the first session we analyzed the works and achievements of the organization in the last five years.  It was followed by a lunch.  In the second  session there was a meeting of the active members of Jagriti including volunteers from IIT and abroad, workers and teachers.  





3) Independence-day Programme


   


A cultural programme was organised in L-7 of IIT on 15th August, the Independence Day.  Lodhar school students, MLP centres children, all the teachers, volunteers, students and faculty members from IIT took part in it.  Total participation in the programme was about 325.  





4) Computer Training Programme


   


A workshop in computer training for the Lodhar School teachers and other Jagriti members was organised at Jagriti's office during April-May.  Mayank  and Neeraj, both MCA students volunteered their service for the purpose.





5) Printing Press


   


An Offset Printing press was installed in Jagriti's gate office in the month of March'02.  The main aim of  having a printing press was to achieve some degree of self-sufficiency.  Practically we are facing some problems to run it.  To overcome it we are making a fresh


team for it.  Two of our members went for a week's training on this offset printing machine.  The training is given by the company itself.  We have printed some matters.  But we still have to go a long way to use it completely.





6) Orissa Rehabilitation Work





Tailoring class at the village Dighalo is going on successfully.  Girls are taking keen interest in it and they have started selling the Saya that they prepare.  It continues with 25 women.  They have become experts in stitching women garments.  They are now practising to prepare men's garments.  Besides it, they are also doing the embroidary and coir works.  Some of the embroidery and coir works were taken to Kanpur where they were sold.
