School Report for the Academic Year 2007-08


Education for all is the motto of our institution. With this objective in mind the SVB School has been established in the year 2001, under the auspice of  Kamalakar Memorial Charitable Turst (KMCT). The school is located in a sub-urban area where a substantial population is migrant labour coming from various states in search of lively hood in Hyderabad. The nearby government schools in this area impart education in telugu medium. Given this the children of migrant labour are loosing an opportunity for formal education. We have made it a priority on our agenda to ensure that no child is deprived of education due to language barriers. Hence the primary medium of teaching is English in our school. We also cater to the children from the nearby slums where the majority of the demographics fall into the lower socio-economic stratum.
The school is located in the Nagole village of Ranga Reddy district. The school currently has total student strength of 205 (Girls – 102, Boys 103). It is co-educational institution. It is recognized by Govt. of Andhra Pradesh since its inception.

We aim at making sure that every child in the surrounding localities is enrolled in the school. Towards this end, we begin our recruiting efforts every year during the summer season before the school begins by advertising our charitable school in the local news papers.  Our staff also talks to the parents one-on-one to motivate them to send their child to school. As a part of our parent teacher meetings we also make sure that the students don’t drop out of school.
Our teaching staff is well qualified with most of the staff having post graduate qualification. At present the strength of the teaching staff is 13.

The school has classes from Kindergarten till 9th class. The details of each class including the names of students in each class and the marks they obtained in the final exams in the 2007-08 academic year are being submitted in separate excel spread sheets.
Our teaching philosophy emphasizes on an all round development of a child. Apart from the regular curriculum we encourage our students to actively participate in various co-curricular and extra-curricular activities that the school organizes regularly. 

During the academic year 2007-08 the school has reopened on June 5th as per the G.O of A.P. 
We celebrate all National Days like Independence day, Republic day, Teacher’s day, Children’s day etc with a lot of zeal. On such occasions, the school invites veteran freedom fighters, political leaders, eminent social workers and various generous philanthropists to address the children. 
This academic year (2007-08) on the occasion of Independence Day, the school invited Smt. Chaya Kulkarni dt. President 324-C2, and eminent Social Worker as Chief Guest.  Sri. Ramana Reddy a veteran freedom fighter aged 80+years hoisted the National Flag and addressed the staff and students. Dr. K.V. Ratnakar, HOD NIMS Dept of Pathology (Retd.,) Present Chairman, Global Hospitals presided over the function. The students who secured good marks in the annual examination (class wise) during 2006-07, were awarded prizes to encourage them in academic excellence. The students presently cultural programme – consisting of patriotic songs, dance and drama. 


Teacher’s Day was celebrated on 5th Sept’ 07 along with sir, S. Radha Krishna’s Birthday. Mrs. Jaya Lakshmi Retired Govt. Teacher of the locality was honoured. All the lady staff members were presented with sarees in recognition of their dedication and services to the school. 

During Sept’ of the 2007-08 academic year an “Eye Camp” was conducted by L.V. Prasad Eye Hospital. Spectacles / reading glasses were given to some needy students.

During Oct’ 07 our school children were taken on an local educational tour to CCMB on the occasion of its formation day. Students were taken around and shown its working. 


On 1st November we observed the A.P. formation Day. On that occasion Inter School competition was conducted in Sataka Padyalu like Vemana, Krishna, Sumathi, Dasarathi, Bhaskara, Telugu Bala of Jandyala Sastry Karunasri, Yuva Dharma Sataka of Satyadev were held and prizes were gives to the winners. 


Oct’ 2nd was observed as Gandhi Jayanthi. We conducted elocution competition were the students spoke on father of our Nation. We also conducted cultural programs were the students sung songs on Gandhiji and Swaraj Movement.

On 14-11-07 Chacha Nehru’s Birth Day was celebrated as Children’s Day. Inter school competitions in fancy dress, Patriotic songs, elocution, drawing, essay writing were conducted prizes were given on that day. 


In Dec’ 07 we conducted free health checkup and medical camp to all the students of our school. As a part of this camp we vaccinated the students for Hepatitis B.

We celebrated republic day on Jan 26th ’ 08. We conducted essay writing competition and gave prizes to the winners. We also organized cultural programs were students performed skits and dances for patriotic songs.
During this academic year Kamalakar Trust received a total of $3900 from the Boston / MIT chapter of Asha for Education towards the running expenses of our school. We would like to express our deepest gratitude and thanks for the kind support your organization has extended. The funds granted for the 2007-08 academic year was utilized towards the salaries of the teachers. 
Although we try to work with various other philanthropic organizations and individuals to secure the funds required to run the school, we currently do not have a consistent source of funding except Asha for Education. In view of this we would like to request Asha for Education to possibly fund us to an extent of $8000.
