As a result of Tubercular Meningitis she suffered a paralytic attack chest and down. presently, there is sensation in legs but she is not able to stand. she underwent rehabilitation and treatment at AIIMS, Delhi and SGPGI, Lucknow. she now requires from the Artificial Limb Centre in Lucknow an equipped wheelchair & standing structure & physiotherapy. amount required Rs. 35,000.

Patients treated/being treated by Asha Swasthya Sewa in April-May-June 2006

 

(1) Laddu, M 35, resident of Maharajganj, was tested for HIV with a negative result.

 
(2) Maya Devi, F 35, Cancer patient, underwent Chemotherapy at Surgical Ward 8 of KGMU. ASS helped her obtain a concession. Rs. 335 was paid instead of Rs. 3200 as fees. She paid her own fees.

 

(3) Anu, F 3, Hepatitis patient, was admitted to Pediatric ICU. ASS paid Rs. 11,900 for three IB gamma injections. She was on ventilator for 18 days. She was given Bencomycin injections at an additional cost of Rs. 1260.

 

(4) Parveen, F 6, student at Naubasta center of Asha Samajik Vidyalaya, is visually challenged. She was given some treatment and then asked to come back again. Rs. 64 was spent.
 

(5) Mukesh, M 8, has some hearing problem. He was treated at KGMU. Rs. 82 was spent.

 

(6) Ram Bholi, mother of Asha volunteer Neelkamal, F 60, had a brain haemorrhage and ultimately died. Rs. 1280 was spent on the treatment while she was admitted.

 

(7) Miththu, M 35, fractured his leg 8 years ago. A steel rod was put inside. Pus formation has occurred inside and he is suffering from pain.  X-ray, tests were conducted. Rs. 72 was spent.

 

(8) Soni, F 35, was suffering from back pain. X-ray was done.

 

(9) Manjulata Dwivedi, F 40, underwent uterine artery embolization at SGPGI. Rs. 20,000 was given towards payment of Hospital expenses. In addition Rs. 193 were spent on blood tests and medicines. Rs. 1450 were spent in other tests on her earlier visit in February, 2006. Rs. 1320 were spent on transporting her back to Kanpur after the surgery.

 

(10) Seema, F 10 months, was suffering from fever, vomiting, diahorea and was treated. She also has a split upper lip and needs to undergo plastic surgery. But her heamoglobin level is quite low and hence the surgery can’t be performed. Rs. 369 was spent on her treatment.

 

(11) Shivam, M 12, was bitten by snake. 15 voil ani-snake bite Vaccine was given to him. Rs. 5500 was spent on him by Manish on behalf of ASS.
 

 


Manish visits 12 wards everyday with Shri Chandra Kishore Rastogi, a philanthropist who serves poor patients admitted in the medical college on all week days. Medicines are provided to patients and their tests are conducted.

 

A medical camp was organized on 16th June, 2006 at Asha Ashram, Lalpur. Dr. Pradeep Kumar Rai Chaudhary, a Homeopathic doctor with his compounder went to the camp. 49 patients were examined and given medicines.

 


Another medical camp was organized on 25th June, 2006 in which two M.S. students from KGMU, Sumit Upadhyaya and Pradeep Joshi visited the Asha Ashram at Lalpur. 26 patients were examined and given medicines. Rs. 875 was spent on medicines by ASS.

 

Update from Sandeep, June 2006

Manish goes to Medical College everyday to help the patients that are poor and destitute and have no form of support. Most of these patients are left outside without any care. Below are the details of recent health service work by the Health team in Lukhnow area in year 2006. 

Note: Only patients requiring admission are listed below.  Majority of the expenses are unsupported by any person or group despite a reasonable sum raised in Lukhnow.

Patient description & Other activities 

1) M.P. Sinha, a patient of meningitis, was on Ventilator. He was admitted in medical college for 18 days, cost per day was Rs 17000 per day (Bed charge was Rs 5000 per day and medicines cost Rs 12,000 per day). We had arranged for Rs 10,000 donation for him. Now his treatment is being done in Lukhnow PGI. He is Class IV worker with PWD (public works department). Vallabh had sent appeal for this patient a few months ago. 

2) Pradeep, 10 year old, is abandoned. He has major injury on one leg. I have kept him in the child line, which is a service for orphaned children. Have found the expenses for his medicines and treatment from a local gentleman. 

3) Dinesh: His one leg is completely filled with water. He needs operation. Cost is Rs 9000.

4) ManjuLata: has tumor in the stomach that needs surgery. Cost is Rs 35,000. Medical test has been done, is taking medicines. 

5) There was a camp at Asha Ashram Lalpur. 85 people received homeopathic treatment.

6) We held a camp at the Public Health Clinic for eyes. 135 patients received free operation. They were also given eyeglasses. 

7) With help from an organization a blood camp was held. 170 people participated in this camp. We supported Rs 600 out of the total Rs 6000 and the rest was supported directly by a local shopkeeper. 

8) ShantiDevi (18 year old): She has mental illness. Sponsoring her medicines: Lopez, Nice, and Oliza. Not able to speak, and does not know her address.

9) Kalawati (22 year old) is mentally ill. Sponsoring her medicines Lopez and Oliza. She speaks 

10) Mr. Chopra: He is mentally ill and is admitted. Sponsored the medicines: Lopez, Vitamins, Oliza.

11) Balvant: Has problems urinating, it has completely stopped. He needs surgery. Cost is 12000. 

12) Neetu: He underwent brain tumor surgery. He still has mental problems. He is also suffering from boils on legs. His medicines are very expensive and each tablet costs Rs 148.

13) We will hold a monthly medical camp for which cost is Rs 1600.  Dr. Narendradev will hold this camp at various rural locations every month. 

(Sirish visited Lalpur village in Hardoi on the day the first medical camp by Dr. Narendradev was held. There were about 75 patients treated that day.)

14) Name missing: Has lung cancer and is admitted to medical college. His treatment is ongoing for one year, now wishes for support from us. 

15) 12 leprosy patients were admitted to Sidhouli hospital, 6 of them have recovered, 2 have left for home and 4 are still admitted.

Patients treated/being treated by Asha Swasthya Sewa in April 2006

 

(1) Maya Devi, F 35, Cancer patient, Admitted to Queen’s Mary Hospital, Lucknow, X-ray, blood tests, other tests were conducted free, medicines being given, still admitted, Syringe, Injection medicine, bandage, cotton, surgical tape provided by ASS. Amount spent approx. Rs. 700.

 

(2) Shiv Prasad, M 32, Throat problem, CT scan, blood tests, other tests were conducted free, medicines being given, admitted at ENT dept. of KGMU (King Geroge Medical University), Lucknow, Amount spent approx. Rs. 70.

 

(3) Babu Lal, M 58, Urine problem, is not able to urinate, medicines being given, lives in his village in the Lalpur area of Asha Ashram in Hardoi Dist.

 

(4) Seelam, F 25, Burn injury 45%, admitted at Ward No. 7, Surgical Dept. of KGMU, is spending her own money for treatment. ASS helped her get concessional medicines. Husband and Mother-in-law were also burned their hands in trying to save Seelam. They are also admitted in the same ward.

 

(5) Maulana, M 35, Mental patient, admitted in Psychiatry ward of KGMU, medicines being given by ASS, Amount spent approx. Rs. 220.

 
(6) Ashok, M 26, Mental patient, was admitted in Psychiatry ward of KGMU, now discharged and gone home to Dist. Faizabad, ASS spent Rs. 100 on him for medicines.

 

(7) Rekha, F 14, Mental patient, was examined in Out Patient Dept. (OPD) of KGMU and was given medication.

 

(8) Guddu, M 38, HIV patient, comes from Dist. Maharajganj, X-ray, blood tests, bone marrow test and other tests were conducted and medicines are being given. Amount spent approx. Rs. 900 by ASS.

 

(9) An unknown patient, M 50, was picked up from the street by Manish with the help of local Police and admitted to Psychiatry Department of KGMU. Amount spent approx. Rs. 50.

 

(10) An unknown patient, F 50, was admitted by ASS to the Psychiatry Dept. of KGMU and looked after by ASS.

 

(11) Surind, M 26, lives in Lalpur area of Hardoi Dist., suffering from Cancer, admitted in Oncology Dept. of KGMU, being given medicines by the Hospital upon recommendation by ASS.

 

(12) Mother of Rizwana, F 55, suffered fracture in a fall, medicines provided worth approx. Rs. 300. 

 

 A health camp was conducted at Asha Ashram, Lalpur, Hardoi Dist. on 17th April, 2006, with the help of Dr. Narendra Dev, who uses combination of homeopathy, naturopathy and acupressure to treat patients. 40 patients turned up. Medicines were provided free as they are sponsored by Sundhakar Reddy and Allen Homeo and Herbal Products Limited, a Hyderabad based company.

 

Note: All patients in Psychiatry Dept. are being treated on an individual initiative taken by Inspector General of Police Shailaja Kant Mishra. A team including Manish works with him to look after the partients.
