"Primary education in India poses many challenges in the form of high drop out rate. There are committees of mothers at the Anganwadi level, Bal Vikas Mahila Samithi, and School Development and Monitoring Committees at the school level. Prior to the intervention made under the project, there was little awareness regarding roles and responsibilities among the committee members. Now, the Shikshana Gangothri project has empowered them to handle the situation of drop outs and take corrective measures. The committee members were surprised to find that a large number of children were not going to school in their areas. The committees have also been made aware about the issues related to health, nutrition, and pre-school education. These small interventions have a large impact at the grassroots level. This integrated approach of addressing pre-school, primary education and adult literacy has been made possible with the support of ASHA."
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
