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Celebration of Republic Day:

26th January, a republic day of India was celebrated by all the Pre Schools. Bhosarmal and Gurhewadi Pre Schools students participated in the flag hosting at their respective primary schools while Limadari Pre School students went to Pawaldara primary School.  At Shelwak and Godsedara, national song and some other songs were sung by teacher and children. 

Theme: Animal

Animal-world was chosen as the central theme for teaching In February and March. Introduction to different animals, domestic and other animals in their surroundings, where do they stay, different words for the sounds made by different animals, what they eat, how they walk, different words for their body parts and offsprings, classification of animals as domestic and wild etc was taught in Pre Schools. This theme will carry on in the month of April too.

*The total number of students enrolled in Bhosarmal Pre School was 16. But in March, some families have come to stay in the village for some work and the children from these families are attending the Pre School. Therefore the attendance shows up more than the total number of students on the roll. 

In Shelwak, out of the 28 students, 6 are not attending Pre School since many days. The teacher there met the parents but the students did not start attending the Pre School. The considerable distance from the hamlet to School seems to be the reason for not attending. 
The numbers of students in these Pre Schools change as families from the hamlets migrate and some others arrive to stay for a temporary period. 
Temporary change in the timing of Pre Schools
Because of hot summer, it is not possible for students and teachers to sit in the class-room in afternoon as the tin-sheet roofs at a low height make the room extremely hot in the afternoon. Therefore Pre Schools in Godsedara, Limdari and Shelwak will work from 7.00 am to 12.00 noon for students while the teachers will stay on till 2.00 pm. These timings will be for the months of April and May. 
About Bhosarmal Pre School
Bhosarmal teacher Ranjana has joined government’s Integrated Child Development Scheme (ICDS) as a helper in the Bhosarmal centre. She is therefore no-longer working with MASUM. Manda, the helper in Bhosarmal pre-school will continue to work from 12.00 to 5.00 pm. Ranjana will be with the children but working there (till 2.00 pm), as an ICDS helper.  
Teachers Training

The next teacher training is scheduled for 22nd April 25th April. Emphasis in this training would be on child psychology and the methodology pre-school education.
