PROPOSALS  

 

     We have two proposals for the 2008-2009 academic year: 
 

1) We will require below mentioned expenditures to continue running our school for the 10th standard running for the coming year. 

1) Teachers' Salaries: This academic year, with the funding assistance from "Asha For Education", we started the 10th standard in our school. There are seven teachers directly teaching our 10th standard students: a. K. Satya Vani, Telugu, Rs.1,500 per month, b. V. Vijaya Lakshmi, Hindi, Rs.2,500 per month, c. K.L. Narasimham, English, (government-aided), d. Rama Krishna, Maths, e. Rama Krishna, Physical Science, Rs.4,200 per month, f. D. Swarna Latha, N. Science, Rs.2,600 per month, and g. P. Swarna Latha, Social Studies, (govenment-aided). These total salaries come to: Rs.1,29,600 per year.    
 

2) Additional School Staff: To upgrade a school to the 10th standard, the Department of Education requires that the school employ a Physical Education Teacher (P.E.T.) and a "Watchman" (Security Guard) for the safety of the students, especially the girl students. Our P.E.T. receives Rs.2,500 per month, and our Watchman receives Rs.2,000 per month. Both these salaries come to: Rs.54,000 per year.  
 

3) Books: The total cost for text books and note books only for our 10th standard students was Rs.1,250 per student, a total of: Rs.25,000 

 

4) Public Examination Fees: The final, S.S.C. Public Exam fees per student was Rs.875, a total of Rs.17,500. 
 

5) School Uniforms: We provided 3 school uniforms per student for our 10th standard students at a cost of Rs.1,200 per student, a total of: Rs.24,000.
 

6) Classroom Teaching Aids: We purchased teaching aids for the 10th standard class at a cost of: Rs.6,000 
 

7) Midday Meal and Transportation: The government sponsors the lunch of the school children only up to the 7th standard. We provided lunch to the 10th standard students who required it. We also provided transportation in the form of either bus passes or transportation in autos to those 10th standard students who required it. The total cost of both came to about Rs.20,000. 

8) Future academic expenses of the 20 students who have passed 10th grade examination will

     be Rs. 1,30,000 (Rs. 6500 per year)
 

The Grand Total expenditures for the 2007-2008 year, therefore, come to: Rs.4,05,500
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
