All of the many (sorry, we don't know the exact figure) children that have gone through our program have completed at least an S.S.C. (10th standard/class) level of education. Most of them went on to and completed higher levels of education such as Intermediate, Degree, Polytechnic, I.T.I., and even Post-Graduate. All of them have obtained good occupations or even professions. Many of these children were assisted by us with their initial job placements.  

	19. Do you help your students with their future education efforts after they have passed out of your school?

Yes, we continue to sponsor and/all educational and/or living expenses as long as the students are full-time students and to as high an academic level as they desire and are capable of achieving. 

	20. Are there any other schools (Kindergarten/Balwadi, Elementary school, High school) in the area? If so, please list the schools and the range of classes each of them offers.

There are several other government and private schools in our city, but not in our specific area, from the 1st to the 10th standard. 


	21. Is your program different from that provided at these schools? Please explain.

It is different in that we provide completely free: 1) education, 2) transportation to and from school, 3) textbooks, 4) notebooks, 5) school supplies, 6) midday lunch, 7) school uniform, 8) coaching/tutoring during non-school hours, and 9) non-school clothing. Our school's campus, infrastructure, facilities, and quality of teaching are also much better than most of the other schools, especially the government ones.  

	22. Why are the children in your school/s not attending government/other schools in the local area?

Because of the reasons mentioned above in question number 21. 

	23. Do you try to involve the parents of the children in the running of the school (e.g. in setting the syllabus etc.)? Please specify.

The parents are involved in the school committee as well as in the regular Parents-Teachers meetings wherein they freely express their ideas, suggestions, requests, and complaints if any. They are not involved in the syllabus/curriculum as we follow the government Department of Education approved syllabus/curriculum.
