PROJECT-PROPOSAL FOR THE YEAR 2013-2014

This year the 10th Std [Public] Examinations are going on now. Our children are busy preparing for their exams. 

For the other classes the exams are commencing from the 9th of April and they are also preparing for the exams in right earnest. 

The students of Nemmeli and Vallipuram schools are also having their examinations now.

From the 14th of April all our schools have their summer holidays. The students of  I.T.I alone have their exams in the month of July.

ADMISSION: We are planning to have integrated educational system in our Schools at Nemmeli and Vallipuram also and for this purpose we are conducting survey in and around Nemmeli and Vallipuram.  We have already admitted six differently-abled children in these two schools and we have mentioned this in our previous half-yearly report. 
SURVEY UNDERTAKEN: As we do every year, for this academic year also we have conducted the survey for identifying the poor needy, rural children with hearing impairment as well as other forms of physical disabilities. Further, we propose to admit children whose families have no means of supporting them and educating them such as children with single parent or having troubled family background. We have also visited the parents in and around Chenglepattu, Nemmeli, Vallipuram and Thirukazhukunram to create awareness among them to educate their children. We have conducted Parents’Meeting to create awareness among them regarding the differently-able children. Including me all other teaching staff of our School took part in this Survey and the Parents’ Meeting. 

The Government of Tamil Nadu has issued a G.O to the effect that in all private schools 25% of the total number of admission should be given to poor children free of cost. Keeping in line with this G.O we have planned to implement this in letter and spirit and admit needy poor children in all our schools.

MEDICAL CHECK-UP: We all know that HEALTH IS WEALTH. Hence, we feel it a must to arrange for Medical Camps for our children and their parents at least once a year.This year we are arranging for a Free Medical Check-Up on the 6th of April, for the benefit of deaf and dumb children, normal children hailing from poor families, parents, I.T.I students, teaching and non-teaching staff of the School. They would be given a thorough medical-check-up and proper medical advices and medicines will also be given to them.

TEACHERS: As we are planning to introduce the system of Integrated Education this year we need to employ more teachers to cater to the needs of the differently-abled students. 

In particular, most of the students in our new school in Vallipuram belong to SC & ST category. Further, we have more number of new admissions this year compared to last year, nearly 100 new admissions. And, we plan to admit more number of differently-abled children and children having no parent or single parent in Vallipuram School. 

Vallipuram is located 20 kilometers away from Chenglepattu, which has no transport facility and where children have no proper school. With a view to educate these children belonging to SC & ST sections of society we plan to upgrade this school into a Higher Secondary School by 2015 and then into a college. 

HEARING AIDS: We are in urgent need of atleast 50 hearing-aids before the commencement of next academic year and we keep hoping to receive help in this regard as early as possible. 

FOOD: For the last year, the expenditure towards feeding the children came up to 7 lakhs. Half of the expenses were covered from the fees that we get from our English Medium Nursery and Primary School – JEEVAN GNANODAYA NURSERY AND PRIMARY SCHOOL – situated in Nenmeli village. Due to steadily increasing prices of essential commo dities and food-items, expenses towards providing food for our children steadily increase and we have to find suitable ways to address this issue. 

SCHOOL MAINTENANCE: Apart from education we have to fulfill many other basic needs of our students such as Food, Cloth and Shelter, providing hearing-aids, uniforms, medicines, educational tools and accessories, paying electricity bills, buying furniture, teaching materials and a whole lot of others essential things to our children. Last year all such expenses were covered with the help of Nemmeli School fees and Kalyana Mandap. And, additional expenses were covered with the help of local funds. I have been striving hard to cover the ever increasing expenses.

SENIOR TEACHERS: MS.SASIKALA, MS.HEMALATHA and MS.PUNITHA are the three seniormost teachers of our educational institutions. They have almost reached their retirement age and as such this year one or two of them would be given their send-off. And, we have to give them retirement benefits and employ new teachers to fill their places.

We would like to reiterate with profound gratitude that with the help and support of esteemed Individuals and Institutions like YOU children with Hearing Impairment belonging to poor families and hailing from rural background, 40 teachers including the teachers of Jeevan Gnanodaya  Nursery and Primary School [English Medium] at Nenmeli and Vallipuram villages, 48 teenagers of the Juvenile Home in Chengalpattu, a psychiatrist, a professional social-worker, a psychologist, teaching and non-teaching staff of Jeevan Gnanodaya School are all being protected here in JEEVAN GNANODAYA. 

OUR NEED FOR THIS YEAR [2013-2014]:. Thanks to your timely and significant help and support we have been able to run Jeevan Gnanodaya Institutions in the best manner possible all these years. We take this opportunity to humbly and whole-heartedly thank one and all ASHA Friends for all your help. 

I humbly request your good self to help us this year also towards paying salary to the Special Trained Teachers of Jeevan Gnanodaya School for the Hearing Impaired and so enable us to serve the cause of the Hearing Impaired to the best of our ability.  We look forward to your continued support this year too for the effective functioning of our School and for serving the cause of the Hearing Impaired children.
