Along with the children and teachers, I would like to express my greetings with gratitude. With Asha's help this school has progressed on 

many fronts.From a primary school, five years ago, with your constant and consistent help, we're now an established and reputed institution. 

As of now, we've the following five branches in the institution

 1) Jeevan Gnanodaya Hr.Sec. School the Hearing Impaired

 2) Jeevan Gnanodaya Industrial Training Institute

 3) Jeevan Gnanodaya Home for the Mentally Retarded

 4) Jeevan Chalk Works

 5) Jeevan Gnanodaya English School (for village students only)

1) Jeevan Gnanodaya Hr.Sec. School the Hearing Impaired :

120 hearing impaired children are getting education from this school. In this year's final examination, 4 students are appearing for 12th standard

examination, and 4 in 10th standard public examination. The 12th standard exam starts on March 10th 2004, and 10th standard exams start on April 1st 2004.

In last year's 10th standard public examination, we secured 100% pass results and were recognised as an excellent school in the district. We're preparing the students from December 2003, to secure 100% pass results this year too. The exams for the other classes are also starting on April 1st 2004.

2) Jeevan Gnanodaya Industrial Training Institute :

The Training Institute has been functioning since September 5th 2003. The institute is offering training in 'Fitter' category.

For the first batch of two year's training, we've admitted only hearing impaired students, five in number. Coming June 2004, another 10 hearing impaired students can be admitted. We can take upto 18 students per year in the institute. After two years of training, with central government certification, these children can obtain employment in industrial companies.

3) Jeevan Gnanodaya Home for the Mentally Retarded

We're giving shelter to children who are mentally retarded and fulfilling their daily needs.18 mentally retarded children are with us.

4) Jeevan Chalk Works

This cottage industry was started this year on 14th February 2004, with Asha's support. This industry has been started for hearing impaired youth who are above 18 years considering their inability to pursue further studies as well as their economic welfare.As promised to you, we plan to give jobs to 5 hearing impaired youth and give them monthly salaries. This industry will begin full-fledged functioning starting April 14th 2004.

Based on production capacity and market situation, we can consider giving employment opportunity to a few more hearing impaired youth.

5)  Jeevan Gnanodaya English School

This school has been started with priority for children of fully illiterate parents in rural area. There are 100 village children studying in this school.

Coming June, the strength can go upto 200 students in this school.

The institution is giving education to more than 250 children in the different branches (including School for hearing impaired, village English School, I.T.I.).

Teachers :

There are a total of 36 teachers and staff in the institution. For the past 5 years, Asha has been giving funds for the salaries of the teachers. Due to this, we could

give the teachers' salaries without difficulty. Further, with the support of public we could run the school well and expand its activities. Over and above this, as promised to Asha, we had the opportunity to build a corpus fund of Rs.4 lakhs.With this Bank Corpus Fund, we will get an annual interest of Rs.30,000. All this 

was possible only due to Asha's contant support.

Needs :

As we had requested you, if you support the teachers' salaries this year too, we can give the teachers' salaries without difficulty and can promise to raise the 

Corpus Fund upto Rs.10 lakhs. With this corpus, we will get an annual interest of Rs. 75,000 as a permanent income to the school. 

Because the ITI has been started new, we had to appoint 3 instructors. We're requesting you to include their salaries for one year in this year's support. Therefore, we hope  you will kindly accept our request and give the teachers salaries as financial contribution for this academic year also.

By giving this support, this school can educate and employment opportunity to more hearing impaired childrem, give teachers' salaries without difficulty and function as a reputed institution in the locality. With this hope we are submitted this appeal.
