Case Studies



Hema from Kothagadikakunta village of Roddam mandal, has been married to a man from Sanapa village, in Atmakur mandal for four years. Soon after the marriage, she started facing harassment by her husband and in-laws, who demanded the promised dowry. On being sent back home, she approached the Mahilasakthi legal counseling center in October 2005. After a session with her, the center sent a notice to her husband’s family. The family members came to the center in November 05. After a meeting, they agreed to withdraw the demand for dowry in presence of the Society representatives and the legal counselor.  Hema went back to her husband’s house. A fact-finding committee, comprising members of the women’s rights wing of the Mahila Sakthi Society, made a visit to Hema’s house after a month. They decided to make a few more follow up visits.





Basinepalli Varnamma was a member of Adisakthi MACS. She was married five years back and had two children. On 8th of October 2005, she was found dead in a well. The Adisakthi fact finding committee which visited the village immediately  found that she was beaten to death and put in the well. The groupers in the village joined in and the body was taken for post mortem. The committee contacted the media and also gave representations to the police demanding  arrest of culprits. All the accused were interrogated and in remand. Adisakthi also gave an advertisement in the newspaper on the 11th mentioning the nature of the death.
