These team members visit districts frequently (usually each district is visited twice in a month by each team) and ensure the training is done properly and the program is happening on the field as planned.  They also collect feedback from the BRPs and teachers and use it to modify the materials and program design.

3. PI intensive. How many schools and how many students did it affect? Can you please give list of the blocks that had this?

The PI Intensive program is planned for the future - it is not yet on.  Last year we did PI regular program in 695 schools and the details of that was given.  We are planning to do PI intensive this year if we get the funding.  In other districts we have just started the PI intensive program with CIFF support last month and we want to do the PI intensive program in 500 schools this year - but this is not yet started.  The school lists are getting finalized and discussion with teachers has happened - and we can start as soon as we know the funding situation.

4. Reading program. Some more details on this is needed. I have list of schools/villages with PI, AA, Library but none of the other programs. Please provide them too.

There were only 3 programs (the reading + math program, AA and Library) - you have these lists. What other information is needed?  The summer camps and the melas were one time events.   The Pre-primary, Math Intensive and PI intensive and CLCs are only being planned for this year and so there are no lists for these yet.
