Major Program Highlights:

1. They are now doing school level exhibition in all the schools.  At present they have completed exhibition in 7 schools.
2. School Science Clubs:  We are forming clubs in school level for children interested in science.  We have started these in all the 214 schools.
The State Government saw our science program, the videos of the experiments and was very impressed.  They asked us to prepare videos for all the blocks in the state for a program they have launched called the Active Learning Methodology (ALM).  They wanted to combine our Ariviyal Anandam with ALM.  We prepared 5 CDs and gave it to them which was used to train all the science teachers in the state in 422 blocks!  The teachers from the entire state asked us for more detailed training in their schools.  In Sivagangai the training was done in all 12 blocks and we are now working with the block level government staff to see how we can help these schools adopt the science program.   We are also preparing more Video CDs of the experiments on other topics.

PADIPPUM INIKKUM READING PROGRAM:  Running in 1111 schools in 12 blocks.
We have the program running for the 3rd-5th std in all the schools.  We have divided Sivagangai into 4 zones for easier coordination.  We have started a reading program in 1st and 2nd std as well to ensure all children learn letters and words. 
We have prepared a set of new resource materials for learning words – which we will be providing this month.  

ASER evaluation by Pratham came out in January 2008.  It has shown that already there is a good improvement district wide in the reading levels compared to the last year ASER results.  ASER shows that in many of the districts where PI is not happening, there has been a drop in reading levels, but in the districts where PI is working there has been a significant improvement!
