UPDATE ON NEGDIYA ACTIVITY CENTRE 2009 
Seva Mandir started Activity centres (named as Shayog Kendras) in collaboration with government schools and the village communities, in February 2009. The support for piloting this new initiative has been received from ASHA for Education, USA.

The Centres are enabling the tribal and rural children have access to meaningful and joyful education. This is being done by providing academic support in terms of support classes, post school tuitions, recreational activities and access to a variety of resource material. The centres are also providing a platform for students, teachers, parents and the community to learn and discover together.


In one such Activity Centre of Negadia village, a card making session was taken up in October 2009.  Children were taught to make interesting designs through card paper, matchsticks, leaves etc. The overall activity was fun and children were delighted at having a chance to do something new and creative. On 14th November, 2009, on the occasion of childrens day, the centre celebrated Childrens day. Various activities were organized for children of different age groups. Children participates enthusiastically in sports like kho-kho, races, games etc. The children and the teachers volunteered to clean up the ground near the school for the school. The elder children also wrote small articles on “My Ideal School”. Such activities and events have been thoroughly enjoyed  with the students and the head teacher has remarked that she has seen the children so engrossed and enthusiastic for the first time!!
