Shishur Sevay must experiment with teaching methods for these late learning orphan girls.  Sometimes we guess wrong.  We had intended to greatly expand the education we could give to the girls who were attending United Missionary Girl’s High School. However once school began it became clear that the pressure of homework and exams really precluded these expanded learning experiences.  There simply weren’t enough hours in the day, or night.  It also became clear that we didn’t need a supervisor level of help, as the work became straightforward.  

The current group of teachers is quite versatile.  A teacher may be working with the children with disabilities but also work with the older girls on history or science.  The two main Special Educators work by the hour so their salary varies.
We are putting more effort into the computer assistive teaching also.
