Hence, we have planned two adopt 2 govt. clusters to do pilot work. We are successfully implemented inclusive education model and we are promoting our model to ensure quality education to all children.

Pahla Kadam? 9% of overall RMKM budget is for school and pahla kadam is having 45%.  

5. The number of teachers they are asking us to fund may not be the
entire list of teachers.

6. How many CBR workers already are around, and are they tied to any
schools? 2 CBR worker are already working in the field with support of VIBHA. They are employee of RMKM hence the have to work only with RMKM.

7. How frequently do the CBR workers visit the students?  On fortnight basis CBR worker visiting to the child. As well as according the child and parents need CBR worker is also visiting weekly, Daily, and alternate day basis. The CBR programme is planned as per the child need.

8. Is the school hit limits already? Do you refuse admission to any kid
at all? We have limited human & financial resources to provide quality services to children. So we limit the mentally challenged and normal children number maximum 65 of each category. Presently, both category children maximum limit nearly achieved. We don’t refuse any mentally challenged children if in our school have no seat for them we link these children to our CBR programme.

9. When do you mainstream kids? Do they later join schools in Ajmer?
Why only 8 kids have been mainstreamed and were they all disabled? 


We are running on inclusive school where special & normal children are getting education to together. In  our school disabled children has already linked in Mainstream Education. We also try to give some atmosphere  even at CBR programme. Hence, we linked mild & moderate category children of CBR programme to their near by school. 8 children which we have mainstreamed are from CBR programme. In July of every year when new sessions start we linked disabled children to Mainstream Education System
10. Can they receive donation of reading materials? Children those who are mainstreamed they don’t receive any donation of reading materials.
