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Part -I:Information about the orgnisation.
The organization works for creating awareness and inparting education to the street children. Its moto is Cultural Action is Social Action The Objections of the organization.

1. To be channel of expression of the aspirations of people – women, dalits, tribals and other marginalized groups and Children.

2. to create an awareness of issues of social importance through regional and local art forms.

3. To be a support communications group for the promotion of a just society.
1.Name of the organization requesting funds:

 Navjagriti

2.Orgnisation establishment:

Working since 1991 in Delhi but registered in April 2005.

3.Description of motivation for starting the Organization :
Lack of efforts towards development of unsheltered children and improving their conditions.

4.Mission of the organization:
Providing basic education to unsheltered and poor children so that they can understand the meaning of their lives better and could develop their skills for making their lives useful for themselves and the society. Towards this goal we conduct theatre workshop for children and make them aware of their environment and  making their lives useful for themselves and the society, also providing vocational training.

The aim of this programme is to identify such children from the streets of Delhi. Bring them to the shelter home, counsel these children and also contact their family members and counsel their guardian and thus start the process of rehabilitation by taking these steps. This process of rehabilitation would lay emphasis on encouraging the children to go back to their families, as it is of utmost significance that the children to grow up with their families. The children will only be encourage to go back with their families only after spending a considerable amount of time at the shelter home which could range from a month to three months or more depending on how they are coping with the problems which inclined them to run away from their family.
Among these children if anyone of them do not have their parents or any guardians to take responsibility of them, its is envisaged that they will continue to stay in this shelter home and provided with basic education and later admitted at MCD schools to further their education. Along with their education, vocational training will also be provided according to the learning capacity and choice of the children.

5.Vision of the orgnisation:
Navjagriti envisions a world where raiway stations, red lights,flyovers  and other such places are free of  unsheltered children.
6.Religious or political affiliation:
 There is no political or religious affiliation of the orgnisation.The word 
“NAVJAGRITI”  indicates a new kind of hope.
7.Non education-related community development activities: 
To establish shelter home near the community for keeping the brighter children here, further educate them and workout on their rehabilitation process.
Part II.  Detail of educational project:

1.The name of project run by the orgnisation and location:
Child care cantre.
Nizamuddin railway station- New delhi.
2.Location of the project:

This project will be located near the railway tracks  at nizamuddin railway station. Many ‘basties’ of poor street children exists in this area.
3.Type of education provided:

Providing formal education through informal technique so that they are better equipped to pursue the schooling.
4. Teaching technique:

The technique is informal.
5. Litracy rate of basic education:

 Litracy rate among these childrens is barely  1%

6. Background of childrens:

These children come from different backgrounds but one thing is common among them that they have run away from their home because of different kind of problems created by parents or someone else.
7.Other activities:
Providing these children cloths after collecting from various sources. Weekly health check-ups and occasional refreshment.    
8. No. of childrens:

presently we working among 20 - 25 children. And our target is to increase the number to 50.
9. No. of members dedicated to this project:

Five 

10. Average distance children travel to come to centre:
Basically  we personally  go to these children at the  station everyday. But the place where we hold classes for them  is just 50-60  meters away from their sleeping place called ‘phatak’   
11. Survival of children:
All these children’s pick and collect the water bottles, food and other material left by the several  passengers traveling  in the train and on the platform. Then they sell all the  water bottles to a  local ‘kabadiwala’  and make money .
12. Chances of the success of this project:
On basis of our work till now we can say that the project has every likely hood to succeed. Our experience has shown that some of these children left the work of picking bottles etc. and started selling coconut pieces and ground nuts in the train and on the street crossings. Besides we were able to send two of the children back to their native places and families.   
13. Control on addiction  of  taking solution:
Most of these children are addicted of using solution (the white fluid). But during the classes we found that  they don’t use it at all. 

14. Future Education Effort:

If we get shelter home for these unsheltered children we will be able to help them take admission in school and also provide vocational training to them during their free time. We will also be able to help them in establishing there own careers in desire fields in future.

The kind of shelter home we are planning to set-up is different in the sense that children will be kept here, not only during the night but also throughout the day keeping them busy in some or the other activity so that they don’t revert to their original work of picking up the bottles, left-over food etc. In a sense this is the USP of our programme.   
15.Plans of expansion of project:   
Working the project at some more railway stations, red lights, flyover also focusing on unsheltered girl children. We also plan to undertake this programme among the children of poor people living in shelter in ‘‘basties’’.
 16.Your support:
Your support will be a great opportunity for these children to prepare themselves for good  education, getting a good vocational training and a bright future.
Your support will be helpful for us to continue the day time activities for street children and other poor children because we are not in a  position to run the night shelter for the above mentioned children unless we manage another part of support.
