The glaring and widening gap betweeen the haves and have nots is growing by quantum leaps. What is frightening is that it has now percolated within the education system itself. Whereas some schools look like seven star hotels others lack basic ametinies like toilets or desks and chairs. And this in India's capital city. In between have sprung teaching shops which is slowly becoming the preference of even the deprived class. 

In a land where education is a constitutional right government schools have abdicated their right to teach and one is even hearing of privatisation of education. This will ring the death knell of education for the poorest of the pooor.

Education should be a leveller which creates a common denominator and teaches every child to be able to  deal with whatever life has in store and above all teach mutual respect. I have always stood by the Delors commission 4 pillars of education

Learning to do

Learning to be

Learning to live together

and the 4th pillar seems to be the most important to usher a healthy society.

Strengthening the government school would be the ideal option or  otherwise having a neighbourhood common school where children of all walks of life could be and learn together.

This seems a pipe dream but I still feel that to really change things we have to work towards lessening the gap.

Community empowerment is not an easy task to achieve becaue we often equate it to rasing income. Here I would like to suggest that you look at tha capabilities approach of Amryata Sen which aims at enabling people to exercise choices wich are often hindered not only by lack of finances but by a whole range of other factors: ignorance, traditions, government oppression etc

Hence any programme one launches should be a multi pronged approach.

I truly believe that Asha has the required power to do so.

We are about to launch a  tiny project in preparation to our more ambitious one of planet why.

In this trial project we will have 2 persons with disabilities and 4 children from extremely deprives homes live in a residential programme. Whereas the former will for  first time in their lives have a secure and safe space (one lives on the street and the other was to be sent to an ashram) the other 4 will be readied for a good school thus enabling them to break the cycle of hopelessness they would have otherwise be condemned to live in.
