Year 2008-2009 has been very remarkable for the Growth, Development and the FUTURE of SUKRUPA.

Before we list our progress for the year 2008-2009, All of us at SUKRUPA would like to thank each and every friend, volunteer, corporate partner and NGO Partner who made it possible for us to continue our social endeavour.
1. Highlight of the year 2008-2009 is completion of the 10th standard Board Exam by all the 11 students who appeared and who are part of the SUKRUPA YOUTH PROGRAM, which is a scholarship program, that trains the youth in leadership skills, social skills and life skills along with helping the students to finish their graduation through long distance education over a period of 5 years. 
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2. Academic year 2008-2009, was a land mark year for SUKRUPA that set the pace for the future Education Centre.  SUKRUPA integrated the 7 year old after school program into the SCHOOL PROGRAM that teaches a high standard of curriculum with the available resources that is both  creative and traditional so that children learn with understanding. SUKRUPA’s learning program provides a quality education that enhances the children’s natural abilities and talents. The program gives them opportunities to realize their dreams and guides them to be independent and responsible people with good values. Over the years SUKRUPA hopes thousands of underprivileged children to be part of the Education Centre.
3. With ING Vysya Foundation’s initiative SUKRUPA was able to add 220 more children into the project, that increased the number from 220 to 440.

SUKRUPA After School Program is a unique program that is designed for the underprivileged slum children studying in government and private schools from 1st std to 7th std.  Children get to learn in a fun atmosphere, through creative activities like art, craft, music, dance, games, educational and fun outings.

4. Another major development for SUKRUPA Project was to rent additional building in the month of November 2008 that has 7 Classrooms  to run the School Program and After School Program. This is a great development for the students who never had classroom facility in the past. All the Classes till grade 8th enjoy their own classroom space and maintain in well although the classroom still await proper furniture for seating of the students. 
Besides all the above major progress, there were regular programs like the celebration of Pongal,  Tamil New year, Diwali and Christmas. Natioanl Festivals like Independence Day, Teacher’s Day, Gandhi Jayanthi, Karnataka Rajyothsava and Children’s Day. 
Different groups of Children enjoyed pleasure trips like Mahabalipuram, National Park, Cubbon park, ING Vysya’s Environment Friendly Reva Car rides on Saturdays.  Children enjoyed the sports day organised by Concern India Foundation, Hockey Program and adventure Program through partner NGO Dream and Dream  Continued as usual with an additional 10 children in the Hockey from the School Program

As the management faced severe time challenge and funding challenge, regular Annual Day Celebration that showcased the talents of children was not celebrated.
