WOODWORK & WARLI ART


Today the wooden artifacts created out of pinewood has contributed its share in creating its own, distinct identity of Pragati Pratishthan, Jawhar. The trained students of deaf and dumb school are earning not only their livelihood but the self-respect as well.

These artifacts are created out of ‘pine wood-waste’, and the warli painting done by the tribal students adds a whole new dimension to it.

From wall paintings, to its use as an element of design on various objects helps the tribal to keep pace with outside world, and widening their horizons…

Cashew Processing 

The younger generation is aspiring for self-employment. Various fields can be opened up and suggested for this purpose. 

The self-employment becomes easier if it is based on the raw material available in the vicinity. Convenience of collecting the raw material is one thing and saving transport cost is another. While selecting Cashew Processing availability of raw material. 

Cashew Nut in the area has prompted us to take up the above project for Jawhar and Mokhada tahasils of Thane Dist. 

Ashay Urja Project – Biogas

 The biogas production based on only non-edible oil seeds, namely Mahua, Karanj and Jatropha is at its full capacity. 

 We are producing about 15 cubic meter of biogas, daily, that is being consumed for boiling water for bath and for cooking. 

 Three biogas plants that are producing biogas based only on deoiled cakes of non-edible oil seeds, i.e. starch material, is the unique experiment of its kind in the country. 

 The gas is being produced from the local materials available in the tribal areas and it has successfully replaced Kerosene and Liquid Petroleum Gas (LPG) at the campus at Pragati Pratishthan. 

Rotary Club of Mumbai & Thane –


With the help of Rotary Club, construction of water check dams is completed at Podhichapada, Mokhyachapada, Bhovardhyachapada, and new construction for the same is going on at Shiroshi, Kokerpada, Wanganpada, and Mokhyachapada & Takyachapada.
