Water, health & education for women and children in Thar

Preamble 

Well known Thar Desert falls in the western part of the Rajasthan, where GRAVIS is working for betterment of desert community through enhancing their traditional knowledge & sense of self reliance among themselves. 

Initiation of any development program has its base on baseline survey. This is the only method to draw an overall situation of village where planned activities have to be done.  This is also necessary to know the need of community. Tools used for identification of community needs are PRA participatory rural appraisal & RRA rapid rural appraisal. Both of the methods are commonly accepted as per the demand of the intervention. 
The program Water, health & education for women and children in Thar have its own significance in the region. The program mainly focuses on water security, education of children and health of community. Underlining the activities of program RRA is an appropriate tool for need assessment & further selection of beneficiary. During RRA, social mapping & natural resource mapping were done. Social mapping gives the social configuration & settlement of habitants in a village and natural resource mapping gives an idea about natural resources as land, river/ pond, hills, crops in the village. These 
These exercises are necessary to find out the exact location for intervention or to find out most vulnerable section (dhani) of the village. Critical analysis has been done and findings were shared with villagers. After that baseline survey has been done in selected area to know the house wise information about water, health & education. Findings of each village are mentioned in report.

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Process: 
First day GRAVIS staff informed villagers about gathering at a place. He went to each hamlet to ensure their participation in the exercise. Next day with people the exercise was started. Purpose of exercise & information of new project were shared with villagers. After this, mapping was started. Villagers presented, drawn both of maps with colors on ground. After that, maps were drawn in papers with the help of GRAVIS staff. Every person told about his/her village, house, field and whatever they know about surrounding. Next day the finding from exercises were shared with villagers. It was found the Meghwalon ki Dhani have fewer resources in terms of water security, health & education. The primary school is situated at main village 2 km far from Meghwalon ki Dhani, Naadi the only source of water is near Baba Ramdeo temple which is 4 km far from this Dhani & only a sub-center (the place where ANM, a Govt. nurse sit and treat patients) is in main village 2 km far from Meghwalon ki Dhani. Therefore, unanimously Meghwalon ki Dhani was selected for program implementation. After that household baseline survey was done in selected dhani. During the RRA exercise the villagers were asked to identify the biggest problem facing their community, and analysis the reasons of these problem. The summary of the findings of this part of the RRA is in the table given below. Predictably the first problem was with water, but problem with services such as education and health were also highlighted.

They told people about purpose of exercise. Next day with people the exercise was started. Mapping is the wonderful exercise to start a program with harmony & collective efforts. Villagers presented, drawn both of maps with colors on ground. After that, maps were drawn in papers with the help of GRAVIS staff. Every person told about his/her village, house, field and whatever they know about surrounding. Next day the finding from exercises were shared with villagers. It was found the Bhilon ki Dhani & Raikon ki Dhani have fewer resources in terms of water security, health & education. The primary school is situated near Bhilon ki Dhani but there is no school near Raikon ki Dhani. Naadi the only source of water is near Bhilon ki Dhani but now it has been defunct. There is no health center in village the nearest Primary health center (PHC) is situated at Bhikamkhore 5 km far from village. Therefore, unanimously Bhilon ki Dhani & Raikon ki Dhani were selected for program implementation. After that household baseline survey was done in selected dhanis. During the RRA exercise the villagers were asked to identify the biggest problem facing their community, and analysis the reasons of these problem. The summary of the findings of this part of the RRA is in the table given below. Predictably the first problem was with water as the only source of water is defunct, but problem with services such as health was also highlighted.
