SITE VISIT REPORT FOR THE PROJECT “SAMARTH”

Time:6 O’clock evening

I reached near Chhatrapur College at 6.oclock.I inform Mr Ananda Jee and he send two boys who are the inmates of SAMARTH.The two boys  beautifully invite me from the Highway to SAMARTH Building.It was very heart touching invitation to their organization. Actually I informed Mr Anand Jee over phone that I will first visit the the beneficiaries who have affected by Phailin and received funds to repair their houses.Mr.Anand Jee requeste me to meet the children of SAMRTH who are waiting since a long time to meet me. So I can not ignore his request.

The office they use is equipped with one computer and multiple printer with all facilities. It was full of winning cups, certificates they achieved by their talents. I met some students of the school run within SAMARTH like Babita,Papina,Laxmi,Nisha and Sujit.All these students are very active and highly smart with their education. All the inmates are orthppedically disabled. The photo copy is enclosed. I also met some children within 6 yrs old. I was very happy with their knowledge with mathamatics.Really Mr.Annad Jee is doing a tremendous job for the welfare of these children. I also met some students who are going to near by colleges. They are highly brilliant and they have won Gold Medal in various events. There are about sixty numbers of inmates in SAMARTH.

I met  care takers PAPINA , MAMAJINI and SABITA.I felt that they are dedicatedly doing their job what they have given. The infrastructure facilities for the inmates also upto satisfactory with sanitation of achieve the ratio 10:1.[nos of toilet and bath room].

During my visit I cannot able to meet the teachers as I was too late to reach SAMARTH.But I met Ms.Bhrulata Jena who is the co-ordinator having qualification Master in Social Work. The inmates of SAMARTH avail health care facilities from the Government Hospital which is very near to them. In some cases they also visit private clinic for pathological process. They show me the reports for  which they have paid. 

ASHA funding a physiotherapist for the students this year which is very necessary for the better treatment of these inmates. One physiotherapist Mr.Ganendra Sarangi is appointed since 1st October 2013.He also request for supply of physiotherapy instruments for better result.

Some of the inmates are also trained with sewing and wax candle making.. When I discussed with them I found that they are well trained in concern trades.

I have got an opportunity to visit their kitchen. The kitchen is equipped with needed utensils. One thing I found that in the kitchen only rice and curry of only 20 nos of inmates are there where as there are 60 nos of inmates in SAMARTH.I asked about the insufficient of foods to Mr.Anand Jee.He told me as all the inmates are eagerly waiting my arrival so it was not possible to prepare foods for evening. After my departure from SAMARTH they purchased foods from near hotel for the inmates as told by Anand Jee. I feel very guilty as I reached SAMARTH in late. I am very disappointed as it should not be regarding their foods.

I asked Mr.Anand Jee about the Govt.Funding for this project. He told me that he was submitted all the relevant documents from his level to State Government. He is not able to speak the result of the funding. Regarding the RTE norms he has fulfill these norm and started effort in this direction.

I met one very nice personality Mr.Ayub Khan of Chhatrapur Town. He is associated with Mr.Aanand Jee since last twelve years. I felt that Mr. Khan is very much interested to care for these inmates. He frequently visit SAMARTH.He also arranging financial support for this activities.

I met one of the beneficiaries affected by PHAILIN Mrs.Babita Chowdhury,Main Road Chhatrapur.I asked about the help got from Mr Anand Jee.Mrs Babita Jee told me that she was  received Rs,5000.00[ Five Thousand] from Mr Anand Jee.

About Mr.Anand Jee I can speak that he is very dedicated to his work and I admire his attitude be a physically challenged man he make these children SAMARTH to mean stream in the society.

I strongly recommended  for support for continues of this viable project in the area like Chhatrapur  to make these helpless children  SAMARTH to fight for survive by mainstreaming them selves in our society. I am very thankful to Jayanti Golchha Jee and members of ASHA-Stanford Chapter give me a opportunity to realize such activities in a project like SAMARTH.
