	YEAR  2010
1. With the addition of 50 more students mostly in pre-school and class one the number of students at the school is now 204. The new children at the school are getting adjusted to the new environment. They have to be introduced to basic hygiene and use of toilet. More than 52 items are issued to each child including books, clothes, toiletries, bedding, personal utensils, shoes etc.

2. Three more teachers have been recruited since last year, one each for science, English and social studies. All of them have done their schooling in English medium schools and have an excellent academic record. With this we have 12 teachers in the faculty and a student-teacher ratio of 1:17. We have only four students in class IX and in all we have 9 classes from pre-school to class IX.

3. The major development of the first quarter was purchase of nearly 1 acre of land at a cost of approximately Rs. 1 crore (INR 10 million) including development charges for the proposed school building. We have also signed an agreement with the landlord for which an advance has been paid for the purchase of approximately 1 acre of land adjacent to the land already acquired during the next financial year i.e. 2010-11. With this we shall be able to meet the CBSE stipulation for affiliation which requires ownership of 2 acres of land by the school.

4. We hope to construct the school building by 2013. The estimated expenditure on the entire project including land is around Rs. 5 crores (INR 50 million). The school will have all the necessary facilities with the potential to accommodate 800-1000 children eventually. The capacity of the school will be expanded gradually depending on the requirement and finances.

5. We have redesigned and updated our website www.sssfoundation.org.

6. The Foundation Day of the school was held on 16th July 2010.  The Governor of Bihar was the Chief Guest. The cultural programme put by the students was widely acclaimed by the invitees and the media. 

7. The Field Programme Officer of Global Giving based in Washington D.C., Bill Brower, visited the school. His report is on the website of Global Giving. His report mentioned “JK Sinha, founder and chairman of the organization, believes that providing high quality education to the highest desired level to promising musahar students will enable them to be catalysts for change for their community—one that has lived figuratively and literally on the tattered fringes of society for thousands of years. From my visit to their boarding school, I would say the 200+ current students are receiving just that.”

8. Max India Foundation has taken up a complete immunization programme for the children of the school. This indeed is a major contribution towards medical care for the students of the school. Two Volunteers from Pravah, an NGO based in New Delhi, Mr. Ashutosh Nandwana and Ms. Irfana Bakht stayed in the school for one month and made an yeoman contribution to the success of the cultural programme on the Foundation Day.
