Report from July 2006 to June 2007
Details about Primary School, Narketiya 

School Facts

1. Total 62 kids are there in Primary School of Narketiya, including 29 girls and 33 boys.

2. All classes from 1st to 5th are being conducted in Teen Shed class room. 

Teaching Methodology 

1. For Syllabus, books from government publications, private publications (Nursery classes) and other books are being used to teach students. 
2. Three monthly, 6 monthly and yearly exams were conducted in the School. The results of 3 monthly exam was 98.38%, 6 monthly exam was 100% and yearly exam was 100%. 
3. The timing of School is from morning 9.00 am to 3:00 pm which includes the prayer before the start of the day and prayer before calling off the day.

Various Events  

1. On Independence Day and Republic day, special programs were organized. On Independence Day, special guest Shri RamNath Pandey [Z block] was invited and on republic day, Gandhiwadi Prof. Ram Chandraji was invited.  
2. On Independence Day, various activities were organized including flag hoisting, cultural programs by students, sports events – long jumps, race, and GK quiz- followed by price distribution.

Primary School, Baidoli
Baidoli and Mahuadhiya come under a Panchayat Baidoli Mahuadhiya. In 1999 when the survey was being done for the area, no government primary school was there and most of kids were from the village itself. So in 1999 a Balwadi was started in Baidoli which was converted to primary school in 2002 keeping the demand of Village with the help of village Panchayat and Champa Devi Sansthan.  The primary school was started running in Panchayat Building. Since then efforts were being made to open the Government Primary School in the Village, which included number of open Panchayat meetings. In 2006 with the collective efforts of Panchayat and organization, finally the government primary school started in Mahuadhiya. 
At the government Primary School opened in Mahuadhiya, one government teacher was appointed. Efforts were made during July to enroll the maximum number of kids in Government primary school and to transfer the students from Baidoli Primary school to the Government Primary School. Many kids enrolled into Government Primary School but 40 students from Baidoli Primary School (18 girls and 22 boys) did not move to Government Primary School. These students were taught in Baidoli Primary School, conducted in Panchayat Building. Finally, on the day of 26th January the Baidoli Primary School was completely merged with Government Primary school.  



Samagra Gram Vikas Kendra 

In the month of February, a Balwadi was started in Mahuadhiya. Since all the kids from fishermen community, they needed extra effort from the teachers, so it was decided to teach these kids 3 hours per day. 
The timing of Mahuadhiya Balwadi is 3:00 pm to 6:00 pm daily. At present total 42 kids are there including 19 girls and 23 boys. Two teachers are teaching about moral values at the center.






Asha Library     
During the month of August, Library in Primary School in Baidoli and in Narketiya was started and during the month of January, Primary School in Baidoli was merged with the Government School at Mahuadhiya, and the library of Baidoli was transferred to Balwadi of Mahuadhiya in February. 

To ensure the smooth running of Library, a library committee was established with the help of organization, Panchayat and kids. Kids are taking of lot of interest in using books from the library. Every three month a meeting is organized to get the view of Students about various books. 

Special programs on Gandhi Jayanti
On the occasion of Gandhi Jayanti (2nd October), Special program was organized at Primary School of Narketiya.  The program was attended by both people from village and students. The chief guest of this special program was Prof. Ram Chandra. He explained the beliefs of Mahatma Gandhi and the way of leading a life like Mahatma Gandhi did to the students. Many other orators also expressed their views to the students during the same event. 

As a part of the event, Students also presented the Cultural programs. On the same day, at the end of the program, a public place at Deeh was cleaned as a part of Cleanliness Drive.  
Survey of Mid-Day Meals Program 
Survey of Mid-Day meals program, started by Government, was done in Government Primary Schools of 15 Panchayats. The outcome of the Survey was not satisfactory according to the benefits expected. According to the Survey Reports, Kids were more interested in meals and Teachers were more interested personal benefits rather than the education. 

Having received disappointing results of the survey, Organization is now working on strategy to run this Scheme properly.

Women’s day Meet (8th March)

A social meet was organized on women’s day at Narketiya. Dr. Shahsi Prabha Gupta was invited as Chief Guest of the Meet. She addressed about the violence on Women and health related on that occasion and requested the full participation of Women in all aspects.  As part of the Meet, cultural programs were presented by students.
Awareness about Right to Information Act 
On 15th July, an awareness session was conducted on the RTI act at District Office. As a part of the session, people were informed about the RTI act and the way to get the information from various departments.  The main issue which came up during the session was 10/- fess required to get the information, but still it did its work by spreading the awareness about the RTI act among the people. 

As a part of this program, on Aug 1, a signature campaign was organized and on 10th Aug a Request form at District level was submitted again for cases for which Request forms were submitted during July and cases which were delayed. Both the events had good participation from people.
Again as a part of the same program, a district level awareness program was conducted at Rudhrapur, Barhaj, and Deoriya, where in for all delayed Request Information were received and new Information Request forms were filled for these cases. Even the list of RTI officers was made available to the people. In this whole event, Keshav Bhai and Janardan Bhai contributed significantly.

Rural Employment Scheme Awareness Program

An awareness program was conducted at Kasaya Block by Kushinagar District, where in people were informed about Rural Employment Scheme and stressed more for creation of Job cards for them. Pamphlets about the same were also distributed to the people.

Madhu Makkhi Palan (Beekeeping) Project  
Organization is also involved in Beekeeping project. Organization has 5 boxes for the same and till now 30 Kg of honey has been collected.
