Ek Kadam is a residential educational project for migrant workers’ children. At present there are 12 children. The ultimate goal is to have a hostel for 100 children; we propose to add 10 children every year. Also proposed are training for higher studies & various competitive exams. The focus is on the all-round development of these children as the objective is to make them good and responsible citizens of the country. Hence utmost care is taken to provide them with ‘value-based education’ in its truest sense so that they can evolve into wonderful human beings and contribute meaningfully to their nation. It is our hope and sincere belief that this is a small, yet significant step towards the making of a free India – free from ignorance and evils such as child labour, forced migration, etc.

“If a nation expects to be ignorant and free, in a state of civilization,

 It expects what never was and never will be.” (Thomas Jefferson)

The main aim is to liberate these children from being bonded child labourers.

Selection Criteria For Resident Students of Apna Ghar 

1. Must be a child of a migrant labour.

2. Must be at least  8 years of age. 

3. Must be on the rolls of the Apna School for more than 12 months and must have demonstrated satisfactory overall performance.  

4. Willingness/Consent of the parents. 

5. Medical fitness test shall also be conducted for the child. 

6. Only one student from one family will be considered for receiving the benefits of the venture.   

7. Children working as   bonded labour or similar conditions, will be special target groups for the Apna Ghar Initiative.  Similarly, children showing a special urge for getting educated and self reliance, will also be shown some preference. 

General Note:

As the APNA GHAR    social ventures are essentially humanitarian in spirit and the spirit of humanity should go beyond all rules, local volunteers will have the privilege to extend the benefits of their services in situations of emergency/crisis/extreme distress to children from local community/migrant labor that do not qualify the rules (in part or in whole) as given above. Information in this regard will be sent to Asha, as soon as reasonably possible. The cases shall be presented to  “Asha”.
