Kids at palanaghar, Kotipada 

Asha-Toledo along with Pragathi Pratisthan, Dr. Sujit and our dedicated group 

of volunteers in Mumbai undertook project Arogyaseva in 2006 to tackle mal-

nutrition and illiteracy among kids in Thane district, Maharashtra. The project 

site consists of 65 villages in those tribal areas. Three phases have been suc-

cessfully completed and the project is now in its fourth and final phase. 

The first phase involved providing books, water filters and other basic ameni-

ties for schools at Kumbhi and Karoli padas. Due to lack of electricity, two 

solar lamps were donated to these schools. 

Health and literacy were the focus for the second phase of this project. Two 

doctors from Mumbai conducted a medical camp for 700 people who were 

provided with essential medicines. A computer was donated to Asey school 

for the secondary school students to start basic computer education. High 

school students were also given private teaching lessons to help them prepare 

for their board examinations. 

In the third phase, to encourage parents for sending their kids to school, 21 

families were provided with solar lamps. Two new libraries were built and 5 

other schools were supported with basic infrastructure. Warli paintings and 

vocational training courses were provided at these schools. Jaipur foot was 

donated to the physically handicapped students. Moreover, professional advice 

was provided to the farmers by an expert to enhance agricultural output. 

Pragati hostel at Mokhada: 

 now under renovation   

Currently the fourth phase is in progress, Asha-Toledo aims to complete this phase in the next 6 

months. Asha-Toledo received $17,235 from Work An Hour-2009 campaign of which $12,000 

was disbursed as the first installment in May 2010. This money is utilized for:  

 

Renovation of Pragati tribal hostel at Mokhada, which will help 30 tribal students to con-

tinue their  high school education staying there. 

 

Nutrition project for the kids in the tribal areas which supports 90 kids at 3 centers (Adoshi, 

Botoshi, Pasodi paada). Lunch and dinner is being served every day at the palnaghars. Asha-

Toledo plans to extend this project over two more centers which will support 60 more kids.  

 

We need your support for the Bicycle Bank program, which will allot 40 bicycles to students of 

the 9th and 10th grades who have to commute 10 Km every day to school. This program is aimed 

at decreasing the student dropout rate from the school.

Nilesh L. Murdeshwar Karnbadhir Vidhyalaya (Deaf and Mute School) at Jawhar, 

Thane district of Maharashtra is a residential school run by Pragati Pratisthan. Chil-

dren from 25 villages in neighboring districts attend this school. About 65 deaf and 

mute children receive education from K.G. to 4th grade in this school. This school 

provides hostel facility for boys and girls. Basic infrastructure like hearing aids, 

audiometers, pictorial books, were provided to the school by Asha-Toledo which 

greatly helped educate these children.  The school has classrooms, speech therapy 

room, library, biogas plants, cashew processing center and shade net house. Every 

student attends one-to-one session with an instructor for 2-3 hours each day. The 

school has a separate room dedicated for these sessions and it helps the students 

develop their skills. 

 
 

Asha-Toledo volunteered at the fundraiser organized by the Hindu Temple 

of Toledo, for the flood victims in the states of Andhra Pradesh and Karna-

taka. 

Asha-Toledo also volunteered at the Hindu Temple of Toledo during the 

Rudra Yagna celebrations in May this year. 

Asha-Toledo is taking into consideration supporting projects like; 

1. Palnaghar in Mokhada, Maharashtra: Palnaghar is a day care center  

for toddlers who's mothers have day jobs. They need basic infrastruc-

ture and food supplies. 

2. Aathmeeya Manasika Vikasa Kendram: This is a registered volun-

tary and charitable organization for special school and vocational train-

ing to rehabilitate mentally challenged children with therapeutic & 

medical care. The school provides means of special education and train-

ing.  

3. Raksha Project, Nasik: The project involves the adoption of 86 single 

parent girls from different slum areas around Nasik. The project helps 

girls for their education and health care facilities with recreational ac-

tivities. 

Asha-Toledo is exploring the possibilities of inter-chapter co-ordination for 

supporting bigger projects in the near future.  

The school plans to admit 25 more students and also start teaching up to 7th 
grade. It needs funds to accommodate the 25 new students.
